I. Call to Order and Pledge of Allegiance:
Commissioner Emory called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of the minutes for April 11, 2018 
 
Commissioner Hopkin moved, and Commissioner Butler seconded a motion to approve the minutes for April 11, 2018 as presented.  All voted yes.  Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:
1.    Property Line adjustment between Cow Creek band of Umpqua Indians and Oregon Department of Transportation.

    
*Chairman Emory asked if any Commissioner wished to disqualify his or herself for any conflict 


 of interest in the matter or report any ex-parte contacts.
Commissioner Byrde stated that she worked for the Tribe and ask if anyone had any objection to her participation.  There were none.


*Chairman Emory opened the public hearing on the property line adjustment.



*Chairman Emory called for the staff report



1.  Administrator Evans read the hearing disclosure statement and referenced the following staff 


report.  
Cow Creek Band Of Umpqua Indians is requesting a property line adjustment for the common boundary line between their properties and the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) right of way.  The boundary line adjustment would move the east property line along the Holiday Inn and Truck and Travel to within 2 feet of the access road curb.   

DECISION CRITERIA AND FINDINGS:  
The following is a list of the decision criteria applicable to the request.  Based on their conclusions, the Commission must approve, approve with conditions, or deny the application. Conditions may be used by the Commission in order to address concerns about how the applicant will meet the criteria applicable to the request.

CRITERIA 1:  If the proposed adjustment is in conformity with existing city development plans and zoning and building ordinances and regulations.

FINDINGS:

1a.
The subject property is located outside of the Canyonville City limits but within 
the City’s Urban Growth Boundaries.  All of the properties within the affected 
area are owned by the Tribe and only a few properties are not in Tribal Trust.




The Holiday Inn is owned by the Tribe but has not been placed in Tribal Trust 



yet.  The remaining properties on both sides of the Highway are in Tribal Trust.

1b.
Oregon Department of Transportation has completed an analysis on the need to 
retain the portion of the right of way adjacent to the Holiday Inn and Truck and 
Travel.  They have concluded that there is no future need for the strip of land and 
agreed to sell it to Cow Creek Band of Umpqua Indian.

1c.
The right of ways for the State of Oregon are actually deeded parcels of land not dedicated right of ways.  Therefore, they are not required to go through a street vacation process in order to sell a piece of the land.

1d.
The Holiday Inn was constructed in 2000 and was not under Tribal ownership when it was constructed.  At the time of construction the property was zoned C1 which allows motels as a permitted use.  

CRITERIA 2:  That adequate provisions have or will be made for the physical means of providing public utilities, such as water, sewer, power, telephone etc.

FINDINGS:

2a.
The site is already served by public utilities and the adjustment of the property line will not create the need for any additional utilities.  The water and sewer utilities are provided by the Tribe and the only other utilities in the area are Avista Gas and Frontier Telephone.  Easements will be issued to each of these utilities as part of the sale.

CRITERIA 3:  That streets or easements have been or will be provided for ingress and egress. 

FINDINGS:

3a.
The lot line adjustment will bring the property line adjacent to the truck stop and Holiday Inn to within 2 feet of the curb line for the access road.  No additional easements are necessary for ingress and egress to the site.  

CRITERIA 4: The lot line adjustment does not result in the creation of any new lots.

FINDINGS:

4a.
The lot line adjustment will move the westerly property line adjacent to the truck Holiday Inn (TL 1108), truck stop (TL800) and parking area (TL500) to within 2 feet of the ODOT access road.  No new lots are created.

CRITERIA 5:  All resulting lots must be no more nonconforming than the original lots with respect to minimum lot area, dimensions and building setback requirements for the given zone.

FINDINGS:

5a.
The subject properties are already developed and of adequate size to conform to the City’s  requirements for lot area, setbacks and dimensions.  The proposed lot line adjustment will increase the size of the parcels.

5b.
The ODOT right of way is not subject to the City’s minimum lot size requirements.  

CRITERIA 6:  All adjustments will occur within a given zone and are not permitted among differing zones.

FINDINGS:

6a.
The ODOT public right of way is not subject to the City’s zoning ordinance.  The Holiday Inn is zoned C1 and the Truck Stop and parking area was originally zoned C2.  Although the zones differ the Truck Stop and parking area is in Tribal Trust and not subject to the City’s zoning ordinance. The adjustment to the Holiday Inn which is under the City’s jurisdiction does copy with criteria 6. 

CRITERIA 7:  Lot line adjustments shall not alter or impede the public right-of-way or any recorded easement.

FINDINGS:

7a.
ODOT has completed an analysis and determined there is no additional need for this section of right of way.  Approval of the lot line adjustment will not impede the public right of way.
FINAL DECISION: 

Approve the lot line adjustment as presented.



*There was no public present to give testimony either for or against the application



*Chairman Emory closed the public hearing.



Commissioner Sales moved, and Commissioner Butler seconded a motion to approve 


the lot line as presented    All voted yes.  Motion passed unanimously.



There being no other business before the Planning Commission, Chairman Emory closed
