CONSENT CALENDAR:

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Resolution No. 666 Amends the Interim Loan Agreement with DEQ.
The City has an interim loan from DEQ to provide the funding for the sewer plant during construction.  Once the construction is completed Rural Development will pay DEQ for the construction cost.  Since the cost of the project has increased the interim loan with DEQ will need to be increased also.  In order to increase the loan Council will need to adopt Resolution NO. 666 and authorize the Mayor and City Administrator to sign the loan amendment.
