SPECIAL SESSION 
I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Morgan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

NEW COUNCIL BUSINESS

1. Resolution No. 702 Declaring Canyonville Riddle Road Water Line an Emergency
under the Public Contracting Rules the City is required to get competitive bids unless it is a documented emergency then the City can do a faster version and just get quotes.  Resolution No. 702 documents the findings for an emergency repair and declares the emergency.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 702 declaring the project an emergency and proceed with the project. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, O’Sullivan, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2. Bid Proposals for 1st Street (Canyonville Riddle Road) Water Leak

Three bids came into Dyer Partnership ranging from $52,760.00 to $79,978.00. Staff found one option for paying for this water line replacement and that is through the American Rescue and Recovery Act (ARPA) that the City received money from the federal government.  These funds can be used for water projects.  There are two motions needed.
Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to approve the use of the ARPA money for the water line replacement project. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, O’Sullivan, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor O’Sullivan seconded a motion to award the bid to Gosslin Construction in the amount of $52,760.00 and authorize staff to proceed with the project. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Barton, Mather, Freeman, O’Sullivan, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
3. Contract Operator Services for Sewer Treatment System

Approve signing a contract with Optimum Environmental Corp. for no more than $39,900.00 for two and a half months for one certified operator on site for up to 6 hours per day, five days a week. Much discussion by Council with the agreement they need to see the contract, the scope of work to be done, and a contingency plan.

Councilor Morgan made a motion to decline approving the contract with Optimum Environmental Corp.  No second made, motion died.

Councilor Barton made a motion, Councilor Freeman seconded to approve signing a contract with Optimum Environmental Corp. and authorize the City Administrator to sign the contract.
The council discussed it at length and decided to table it until the next meeting on April 17, 2023.

The council asked to have Tyler from Dyer Partnership be present at the meeting.


Before the Executive Session was opened Councilor O’Sullivan declared an actual conflict of interest, and abstained from any discussion and vote, as a relative is an employee of the City of Canyonville and is a union member.  The council agreed there is an actual conflict and Councilor O’Sullivan will not participate in discussion or vote.
Regular Session was recessed, and Executive Session was opened at 7:45 pm.

Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor Morgan seconded a motion to accept a 3-year union contract and TA the union proposed wage increase for the 1st year at $2.50 flat rate, 2nd year 5% increase, and the 3rd year 4% increase. Mayor Morgan, Councilors Freeman, Morgan, and Suhr voted “yes.”  Councilor Barton voted “nay.” Councilor Mather undecided.  The motion carried.
