I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:

Add to Council Business, as number 4, the application for the open council seat.
IV.
CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for December 13, 2021.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve the minutes for December 13, 2021. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, and Mather voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  School Choice week proclamation.
All Cities and Counties have been asked to officially recognize January 23 – 29, 2022 as School Choice Week. Issuing a proclamation provides an opportunity to shine a positive spotlight on K-12 education opportunities that are available for children and families in Canyonville.
Mayor Young read the entire proclamation and signed it.

2.  Telecommunication Franchise for Ziply Fiber.
Utility companies that utilize the City’s right of way for their infrastructure pay a franchise fee to the City for the use of the right of ways. Franchise agreements are typically long-term agreements which cover a variety of issues in addition to establishing a fee. The Ziply Fiber franchise agreement, which was Frontier, has expired.
The new agreement is essentially the same as the old Frontier agreement which has been updated to the new Ziply Fiber company.  The term is typically for 10 years, and the franchise fee is at 7%.  It also requires that all lines be installed underground in new subdivisions.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Young seconded a motion to adopt the Ordinance No. 653 granting a franchise agreement to Ziply Fiber.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, and Mather voted “yes”. No “nays”. The motion carried.
3.  Appoint Budget Committee Member.

An application has been received from Verne Kurisu for a seat on the Budget Committee. Verne Kurisu has been a resident of Canyonville for nine years and has been a business owner.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Young seconded a motion to appoint Verne Kurisu for a term ending 12/31/24 on the budget committee.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, and Mather voted “yes”. No “nays”. The motion carried.
4.  Appoint New Councilor.
An application for the vacant Council seat was received from Marcus Lowry. Marcus was a teacher for the Canyonville School and has lived in Canyonville for four years. The term for this seat expires December 31, 2024.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Young seconded a motion to appoint Marcus Lowry to the Council to fill Judy Coleman’s unexpired term which ends December 31, 2024.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, and Mather voted “yes”. No “nays”. The motion carried.

2.  Administrator’s Report.
Forest Glen Senior Living is in escrow and once escrow closes their bill will be paid in full. Once the sale is complete the discount will end. It will not go onto the new owner’s account.
An artist is interested in opening a shop in the old station on the Pine Street lot near the freeway. This may be an allowable business there.
Staff and City Engineer attended a zoom meeting for the new sidewalks on North Main Street between the County, City, ODOT, and the Tribe through a Safe Routes to School program grant.
The idea is to put in sidewalks, bike lanes, and reduce size of traffic lanes to 11’.  The County will take responsibility to notify citizens and businesses about the design and impact on them.  The City is concerned about the impact of storm drains and the cost of moving utility lines.  Also, the staff asked the County if they would maintain the sidewalks after completion.  They said they would maintain them.

Asked the City Engineers to start working on a package for the Canyon Creek Road repair.
