I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

Councilor Young nominated Councilor Braudt for the position of Council President.  All in favor.  Councilor Braudt is Council President for 2019.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of Minutes for the regular meeting on December 17, 2018. 
2. Expense vs Budget Report for the 4th Quarter of 2018.

3. Revenue Analysis for the 4th Quarter of 2018
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to approve the regular consent calendar.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Loomis, Young, Coleman, Byrd, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “Nays”. The motion carried.  
VII.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Options for Enforcement of City Zoning in the Urban Growth Boundary (UGB).
Back in February 2018 Douglas County forwarded a complaint to the City regarding 744 Hamlin Drive property.  The complaint was that the property owner is operating an RV park on zoned residential property.  
The property is not located within the City limits, but it does lie within the UGB for the City of Canyonville.  The City has an intergovernmental agreement with the County regarding property which is inside our UGB.  The agreement says the City will enforce City zoning regulations within the UGB.  
Council discussed whether or not the City wanted to enforce the zoning violation.  The concern was that the City does not receive any tax money from property within the UGB, nor do we receive any water or sewer revenue from this property.  The consensus of the Council was that the City did not want to spend the citizens money to enforce issues on properties outside the City limits.  The biggest concern is the unsanitary conditions and lack of water and sewer service which is not under the City’s control.

The County was approached again regarding this property and asked if they could assist the City.  Commissioner Boice, Robert St. Clair, Regulations Specialist DC Planning Dept., and Joshua Shaklee, DC Planning Dept. attended the Council meeting to go over how the County can go forward in assistance to the City.  
This is what they can do:

1. Investigate and enforce violations of sanitation and solid waste ordinances.  This won’t solve the real problem.

2. Contract with the City to provide code enforcement and enforce their zoning ordinance while acting as an agent of the City.  This would provide the County with the authority to address the violations.

3. Revise the urban growth management agreement to make the County responsible for enforcement in the UGB.  This would limit the City’s zoning ordinance to city limits and the County would administer County zoning outside of the city limits.

There was a great deal of discussion on these three options.  Council did not make any decision at this time.
2. Appoint Council Union Negotiators.

The City has received an official request from the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers to begin union negotiations for the new employee contract starting July 1, 2019.  Eryn McNeil and Jeremy Mayfield will be the employee representatives for the union.  Council needs to appoint the bargaining committee for the City.  Last time it was Mayor Young, Councilor Braudt, and City Administrator Evans.

Councilor Young moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to appoint Mayor Young, Councilor Braudt, and City Administrator as the City bargaining committee for union negotiations.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Coleman, Loomis, Byrd, Barton, and Young all voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  Motion carried.
3. Resolution No. 664 Authorizing a stop sign on 2nd Street by the Post Office.

The City received a complaint regarding the intersection on 2nd Street and Canyon Street by the Post Office.  The Yield sign is very faded, and it seems people disregard the yield sign or just do not see it which is attributing to several close calls.  

According to our Administrative Assistant Walker, who goes to the post office every day, there are a lot of near miss accidents at that intersection.  Staff believes that people would be more apt to obey the stop sign then the yield sign.  It is also suggested that a stop sign be placed on 2nd Street by the new CCA dorm.  Currently there is no sign.

The Canyonville Municipal Code Chapter 10.12 authorizes the City Council to approve placement of stop signs within the City of Canyonville by the adoption of a resolution.  If Council desires to establish the new stop sign, then Resolution No. 664 authorizing the placement of the stop signs will have to be adopted. 
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to approve Resolution No. 664 authorizing the placement of stop signs on 2nd Street on both sides of the intersection with Canyon Street.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “Nays”. The motion carried.  
VIII.
REPORTS:
1. SHERIFF’S OFFICE
The Sheriff’s Office received 226 calls for service.  Out of those calls there were 13 arrests, 16 criminal charges, 53 traffic stops, 16 subject stops at night, 2 drug arrests, and 2 warrant arrests.  
There was one accident in town.
2. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT
SEWER UPGRADE:   Staff and engineers met to discuss the proposed bid and construction schedule.  The engineer and DEQ also have to decide what certification grade will be required for the new sewer plant.  The certification level is determined by completing a long list of activities that are conducted at the site.  Currently it is border line between a class 2 or class 3.  To get it reduced to a class 2 we have to see what the cost will be to have some of the lab work contracted out.  It also looks like we may be able to get the class reduces for the current plant so that we might be able to eliminate the contracted supervisor Bob Dillard.
OFFICE:  Staff interviewed 5 very good candidates for the Utility Billing position.  It was very difficult to decide but we selected Suzie Rogers.  Suzie lives in Canyonville.  
LAND USE:  The County is looking for land in Canyonville to build a new Justice Court.  There has been a lot of communication back and forth trying to find a property that is zoned for this use and that will be large enough for what they want to build.  They have looked at several pieces of property but have not decided on one yet.
3. YMCA

4. LIBRARY REPORT
In December the library had 247.5 hours of volunteer services and there are 301 member accounts.  There were 46 new items added to the library’s collection. The Douglas County library Association (DCLA) consists of six libraries using the Apollo system.  The six libraries are Canyonville, Glendale, Riddle, Winston, Myrtle Creek, and Oakland.
