I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for September 20, 2021.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve the minutes for September 20, 2021.  Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Ordinance 652 renewal of a franchise agreement for Pacificorp.
City Administrator Evans explained the amendment to the Municipal Code regarding hazardous fences.

Administrator Evans explained that in 2016 the Council approved a franchise agreement for Pacificorp and agreed to leave the franchise fee at 5% for a term of five years. The Council’s intention was to increase the fee to 7% at the conclusion of the 5 year term.  A survey of other cities has indicated that the average franchise fee is 7%. The only change to the new agreement that was approved in 2016 is the increase of the franchise fee from 5% to 7%.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Young seconded a motion to adopt Ordinance 652 granting an electric utility franchise and general utility easement to Pacificorp.  Mayor Young, Councilors Johannessen, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Barton voted “yes”. No “nays”. The motion carried.

2.  Right of way use permit for Jason Hawkins. 

Jason Hawkins is a film producer out of Portland Oregon and has requested a right of way use permit 


to utilize the sidewalks and streets near the South Main Street Bridge for some scenes in his movie.  
He is anticipating working around the street traffic and is not requesting to block the street. He has 
spoken with the businesses on the block and received permission to use outside scenes of their 
businesses. The hours of filming will be between 9:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. which complies with the 
City’s noise ordinance.
Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to approve the right of way use permit for Jason Hawkins to utilize the right of way at the south end of Main Street to film scenes for his movie.  Mayor Young, Councilors Johannessen, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Barton voted “yes”. No “nays”. The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:


1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

Last month there were 324 calls for service, 44 of those calls were reports taken, 29 arrests, and 53 traffic stops.   
2.  Administrator’s Report.

SEWER UPGRADE:  All that is left is for the painter to paint the basins and old operations 
building. Our new plant is creating a big buzz in the wastewater industry. Last year at the wastewater 
operator conference they took a virtual tour of the plant presented by our project engineers. This year 
a picture of it has been featured on the cover of the conference.  The MBR process is a relatively new 
process to Cities.


JUNK YARD:  Last month the property renter contracted COVID 19 so he was unable to do much 
work.  He is healthy again and is continuing his clean up on the site.


LEAF PICKUP:  Every year the City has done a leaf pickup but it has not been well utilized by 
citizens.  This year we are putting a flyer in all the bills to make sure everyone is aware of the leaf 
pickup.  The program will run from November 1 to December 31.  Citizens may pile their leaves up 
on their property adjacent to the curb or roadway.  No sticks or yard debris can be included in the 
pile. Staff will compile a list of pickup requests and when they have time they will suck up the piles 
with the street sweeper.


NEW BUSINESS OWNERS:  The Leisure Inn has been sold and is now known as Canyonville Inn.   
Subway also has new owners but the name remains the same.   


ASSISTANCE FOR LARGE WATER/SEWER USER PROGRAM:  The City received two 
applications from qualified users.  Grant agreements have been sent to both users and one has 
returned the signed agreement.  The other is waiting on their Board President to sign the agreement.


THINKING SIDEWAYS:  Attached is a letter that the City received and appears to be sent to the 
News review also by the owner of Thinking Sideways.  I do think it is important that Council knows 
that Thinking Sideways received an $800.00 grant from our Small Business Assistance Grant.


WATER: Attached is a letter from Roy  Yokoyama thanking the City for the repair job that they did 
on the water leak at 575 Hamlin.  The vactor truck has been a life saver when repairing lines.  It has 
drastically reduced the time required to dig the lines up. 

PARK:  The bathrooms in the Park will be closed up at the end of October for the winter. There is 
some repair work that will need to be done prior to reopening in the Spring.  Some of the toilets and 
urinals need repair.
