I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of consent calendar minutes for October 17, 2022, and November 1, 2022.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the consent calendar for October 17, 2022, and November 1, 2022.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

V.
PUBLIC HEARING:
1. Hearing for allegations of violations of city code – 123 Pruden Hill Lane.  Nuisance violations exist under Chapter 8.24.010 of the City of Canyonville Municipal Code. 
A Public Hearing was opened on 11/21/2022 at 7:04pm 
to determine the existence of a code violation of Canyonville Municipal Code sections 8.04.070B and 8.24.010 at property location 123 Pruden Hill Lane. 
Administrator/Recorder Bennett provided registered letters and photos of the property to Council and property owners.

Mayor Young asked Councilors if there were any ex parte or conflicts of interest, there was none.  Mayor Young addressed members of the audience/public, he asked if there were any challenges, there were none.

Mayor Young then reviewed Public Hearing Procedures 1-5. 
Property owner Eugene Bailey spoke, he agreed that he has excess vehicles and debris on his property and he and his son often unload these on the property and don’t get rid of them in a timely manner. 

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion for a continuance of the hearing and ordering the property owner to abate the nuisance within 20 days from the date of November 21, 2022.  The date for the continuance is December 12, 2022, at 7:00 pm, in the Council Chambers. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Freeman, Young, Mather, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2. Change December meeting date.
The actual date for the December meeting is the week of Christmas, December 19, 2022.  In the past we have changed this meeting to the Monday before Christmas week which would be December 12, 2022.  

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded a motion to change the December Council Meeting date to December 12, 2022. Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

3.  Opening letter for negotiations from IBEW Union  
We received a letter from IBEW Union requesting to begin negotiations with the City.  Canyonville’s representative, Mike Meek, appointed Jeremy Mayfield to primary position on the Negotiating Committee.  

Council unanimously agreed to postpone this discussion until January meeting.
            5.   Resolution No. 698 Setting date, time, and place for public hearing on 410 Leland Street.
                  City staff received a complaint about the property at 410 Leland Street.  After investigating the    
                  complaint, staff determined that the property owner is in violation of Chapter 8.04.070B     
and 8.24.010 of the Canyonville Municipal Code and a nuisance does exist on the subject 
property.  Staff sent a letter to the property owner with a deadline to abate by October 20, 2022, the deadline passed, and the nuisance was not removed.  Staff then sent a certified letter on October 21, 2022, with a deadline to abate of October 31, 2022.  Again, the nuisance had not been removed.   
Council has the option to set date, time, and place for a hearing on the facts of the existence of the   
nuisance and to hear the property owner regarding the nuisance.   

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded to set hearing on December 12, 2022, at 7pm at City of Canyonville Council Chambers for the existence of the status of such debris/rubbish under Ordinance Chapter 8.04.070B and 8.24.010 on the property at 410 Leland Street, Canyonville Oregon.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

Last month the Sheriff’s office received 249 calls for service. Of those calls they had twenty-two police reports, and eight arrests. They had forty traffic stops with eight resulting in citations and five fugitives taken into custody.
