I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of consent calendar minutes for November 21, 2022.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the consent calendar for November 21, 2022. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

V.
PUBLIC HEARING:
1. Hearing for allegations of violations of city code – 123 Pruden Hill Lane.  Nuisance violations exist under Chapter 8.24.010 of the City of Canyonville Municipal Code. Continuation from November 21, 2022.
The hearing opened at 12/12/2022 at 7:04 PM to adopt Resolution 697 and order the issuance of a citation for violation of Chapter 8.040.070B and Chapter 8.24.010 of the City of Canyonville Municipal Code. 

Administrator Bennett provided updated photos of the property.

Mayor Young asked Councilors if there were any ex parte or conflicts of interest, there was none. Mayor Young addressed members of the audience/public, he asked if there were any challenges, there were none.

Mayor Young then reviewed Public Hearing Procedures 1-5. 
Property owner Eugene Bailey spoke of his efforts to abate the property and the progress he has made, he said it was taking longer than expected but he was getting it done.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 697 for the issuance of a citation into Municipal Court for the violation of Chapter 8.04.070B and Chapter 8.24.010 of the Canyonville Municipal Code and can be fined up to three hundred dollars and for a continuance to revisit on January 17, 2022 at 7:00 PM in The Council Chambers .  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Freeman, Young, Mather, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2.  Hearing for allegations of violations of city code – 410 Leland Avenue Nuisance violations   exist under Chapter 8.04.070B and Chapter 8.24.010 of the Municipal Code.

Administrator Bennett provided photos of the property.

Mayor Young asked Councilors if there were any ex parte or conflicts of interest, there was none.  Mayor Young addressed members of the audience/public, he asked if there were any challenges, there were none.

Mayor Young then reviewed Public Hearing Procedures 1-5. 

   The property owner did not attend the hearing.

Administrator Bennett and Council agreed to continue efforts to locate the property owner via Douglas County Assessment roll.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve staff finding and adopt Resolution No. 699 declaring a nuisance violation and orders the abatement by the property owner within 20 days from the date this resolution is adopted.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Freeman, Young, Mather, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
VI.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Resolution No 701- Supporting and Authorizing the participation in the Canyonville Main Street Network.

This resolution is one step the Canyonville Main Street Program needs to complete to be accepted at the Affiliated level in the Network.  They are required to have the City support the Canyonville program and authorize the participation in the Oregon Main Street Network.
Councilor Johannessen moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 701 Supporting the Canyonville Main Street Network and Authorizing the Participation in the Oregon Main Street Network. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Freeman, Young, Mather, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2.  Resolution No. 700  Adopt the Updated Employee Handbook.
The City of Canyonville employee handbook was last updated July 1, 2010.  Basically, the chances that we have made are legal language that has been taken from the City County Insurance employee handbook model.  When I meet with the City County Insurance Risk Management representative this is one of the items that they are requiring us to update. All changes to the handbook have been reviewed by the City County Insurance representative for accuracy. 

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 700, the new City Handbook revision dated 12-12-2022. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Freeman, Young, Mather, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
         3.  Hamlin Street Bridge Grant. Memo from Janelle Evans:
In June of 2021, the City received a bridge inspection report for Hamlin Bridge which identified the substructure of the bridge as critical. We then sent the report to the City’s engineers who attempted to work with the Bridge Inspector to determine what repairs needed to be done.  The Inspector was not willing to assist the City and recommended that the City hire a firm that specializes in Bridge engineering.  We attempted to get assistance from HDR who specializes in bridge engineering.  However, they wanted the City to complete a Bridge Facility Plan before going any further.  Their estimate for the plan was $50,00.00. We dismissed that right away.

 I finally found Tiffany Netz who is the County’s bridge engineer and she was gracious enough to walk me through the report and help me assess what needed to be done. Although there were other repairs listed in the report the critical item was the scouring under bent 2 (basically a leg of the bridge).  The hole is approximately 1.5’ deep and extends to the footing for bent 2. If this were repaired, it would raise the bridge rating to satisfactory. I owe Tiffany a debt of gratitude for all the help! She went beyond to assist me. 
Based on the information provided by Tiffany the engineers were able to devise a plan and a project estimate of $171,075.00.  Now all we had to do was figure out how we were going to pay for the project.  This was easier said than done since the project did not qualify for any bridge funding from ODOT because it was not listed in their 5 year State Transportation Implementation Plan.  The cost of the project would have basically depleted the street Capital Improvement fund. 
After exhausting the normal granting opportunities, I decided to see if it could be funded under the Small City Allotment Grant. They said it could qualify but no one had ever done it before and it would be difficult to compete with the street criteria. So I put it all together and relied heavily on a cover letter explaining the dire need.   
I am happy to say they funded 100% of the project! Sometimes it pays to think outside of the box.  We will not receive the funds until 2023 and the work must be done during the summer. I am hoping we will be able to get it done this summer but that is a really tight time frame so it could be the following summer. 
The Council suggested sending a thank you note to Tiffany Netz, the Bridge Engineer from Douglas County.
