I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  
Street Light request for top of Kramer.
Mr. Griffin is asking the Council to install a street light on a power pole at the top of Kramer Street,

due to it being extremely dark at night.  Staff explained to Mr. Griffin that the City has a policy that
they will not install any more street lights within the City.  The installation of new street lights is
normally part of a subdivision at the developer’s expense.  The lots at the top of Kramer were created
through a land partition which does not require them to install street lights or other City standards
such as a street built to City specifications.

There are three affected property owners which do not have good lighting at the end of the street. 

The only house that is actually located on the City Street is 264 and there is an existing street light

located at the southwest corner of her lot.

The power pole that he is requesting to have the light attached to is not at the end of the City street.  It

is actually located at the southwest corner of 264 and is not adjacent to the road.

There are many undeveloped streets or dead ends in the City that do not have street lights and the

City gets a lot of requests.  For any new street lights the City is required to pay for the installation and
the power.  As far as staff can tell Council has never made an exception to this rule.
Council agreed that they were not going to make an exception to the City policy regarding the installation of a new street light.
Councilor Braudt moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to decline making an exception to the City policy regarding the installation of a new street light at the end of Kramer Street.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Loomis, Coleman, and Young voted “yes”.  No “Nays”. The motion carried.  
2.  2018 Annual Audit Report.
Chris O’Dell from Pauly Rogers and Co. is at the Council meeting to present the 2017-2018 City of Canyonville Audit Report.  Chris explained the Auditors roll in conducting the annual audit and what they are looking for throughout the process.  The management discussion and analysis report offer a narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the City for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2018.  According to the Auditor the City’s financial affairs have been professionally conducted and the accounting records are in good condition.

3.  Donate 1985 Dodge Ram Truck.
At the November Council meeting the Council adopted Resolution No. 662 declaring the 1985 Dodge Ram Truck as surplus property.  There were a number of contractors who expressed the desire to buy the truck for parts.  The City advertised the truck for bids in the Douglas County Mail newspaper.  Bid were due by 3:00 p.m. on December 12, 2018.  There were no bids received by the City by the due date.  Later in the beginning of January contractors came in wanting to buy the pickup again.  Some were the exact same contractors who expressed an interest in the beginning and were sent a copy of the bid advertisement.
The City cannot just sell the truck to one of them without going through the bed process all over again.  Since the City has already spent money to advertise for bids and these contractors never met the deadline, staff is reluctant to spend more City money on this issue.

Calvin Longacre came in and asked if the City would consider donating the truck to a charity.  It is staffs thought that donating the truck would be an excellent way to dispose of it provided the charity is a well-known charity.  The Council agreed with the idea to donate the truck as long as it is a legitimate charity.  There was also a suggestion of contacting Milo Academy’s auto shop to see if they would like the truck for students to work on.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to award the bid to McDougal Company for $10,361,000.00 continent upon there being no bid protests.  Mayor Young, Councilors Byrd, Loomis, Coleman, Young and Barton voted “yes”.  No “Nays”. The motion carried.  

4.  Bids for the Sewer Plant Upgrade.

Construction bids for the sewer plant upgrade were opened at 2:00 p.m. on Thursday February 14, 

2019 in the Council Chambers.  Present at the meeting were the project engineers, Steve Major and

Tyler Molatore, City Staff Rob Siegrist, Eryn McNeil, Janelle Evans, and Councilor Braudt.

The City received the following bids for the project:

The low bid is approximately $1.8 million over our funding package.  Staff, engineers, and funding agencies are working on some options for more funding.  
Administrator Evans talked with Rural Development and is in hopes of getting another $500,000.00 loan at 2 ½% interest for forty years and a $398,000.00 grant.  

Councilor Young moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to accept the low bid from Nate McDougal Company of $10,361,000.00 for Sewer Plant Upgrade Phase II.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Loomis, Young, and Coleman voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

Staff will once again have to go door to door with the notices that the boiling water warning has been lifted.
