CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for January 18,2022.
All motions voted on show that Councilor Freeman and Johannessen voted yes when they were absent in attendance.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Mather seconded a motion to approve the minutes for January 18, 2022, with corrections. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Approval of the Wastewater System Vulnerability and Emergency Response Plan.
As a condition of the Rural Development Grant/Loan the City was required to have an Emergency Response Vulnerability Plan completed for the sewer plant when the project was finished. When going through the files to close the grant it was discovered that the Plan had never been done. Staff has completed a pretty generic plan and used parts from the upgrade operations and procedure manuals complied for each of the pieces of equipment.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Mather seconded a motion to approve the Emergency Response and Vulnerability Plan as presented. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2.  Ordinance No. 638 – renaming Chapter 13.04 of the Municipal Code from Water Regulations to Emergency Water Regulations and Creating Chapter 13.06 for Non-Emergency Water Regulations.
Chapter 13.04 which is currently titled Water Use Regulations does not cover any water regulations other than Emergency water use. There is no ordinance which establishes the rules regulating the normal water operations. This Chapter is designed to answer questions and give guidance on rules regulating the operations of the water. The City already has an ordinance like this regarding the sewer, but for some reason one was not done for the water. This ordinance does not include any changes to the rates as there is a separate ordinance for rates.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Freeman seconded a motion to adopt the Ordinance No. 638 establishing Chapter 13.06 Water Regulations and adding it to the Canyonville Municipal Code.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes.” No “nays.” The motion carried.

1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

2.  Administrator’s Report.
The City has made the first payments on the sewer plant upgrade to Rural Development in the amount of $224,788.00 and the first payment to Infrastructure Financing for $44,821.84. 
The Planning Commission discussed two changes to the land use ordinance. The first change was to allow accessory dwelling units on all residential properties. In 2017 the legislature passed a bill that all cities with a population over 2,500 were required to amend their land use ordinances to allow residential zones. Canyonville is less than 2,500 so it is optional for us. 
In 2019 a bill was established that Cities cannot place restrictions on the accessory dwelling units other than, the size of the structure and the required setback regulations. The Planning Commission consensus was not to allow this use if they did not have any control over where they could be located or how they would look.

The other potential change was a request to allow food trucks through a conditional use permit for a vacant lot near the freeway. They wanted these food trucks to be able to come and go as they pleased. Planning Commission already allowed one food truck in town with the stipulation they hook permanent and connect to city water and sewer. The consensus of the Planning Commission was to only allow them as long as they look permanent and connect to water and sewer. 

Mayor Young recessed the regular meeting at 7:19 p m and convened the Council for an executive session based on  ORS 192.660(2)(d) Labor negotiations.

Mayor Young closed the executive session at 7:55 p.m. to re-convene the regular session at 7:56 p.m. 

Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor  Barton seconded a motion to approve the re-organization of the city administration personnel by appointing Dawn Bennett as City Administrator protem, promoting Suzie Rogers to Finance Deputy Recorder, retaining Janelle Evans as a part time employee at her current hourly rate plus insurance to provide planning services and technical administrative assistance effective July 1, 2022.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry, Johannessen, and Barton voted “yes.” No “nays.” The motion carried.
