COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Rural Development grant/loan additional funding.

Administrator Evans recapped that the low bid for the sewer upgrade construction came in at 1.8 

million above the engineers estimate.  Additional funding of $1,830,890.00 will be needed to complete the project.  Rural Development and City staff have reviewed the City’s finances and determined that the following funding package will work.

The use of the System’s Development Fund is for expansion of the City’s sewer system.  Since the City is increasing the capacity of the system it is a reasonable use of the funds.  This will enable the City to keep a sufficient reserve in the Capital Improvement fund for any unforeseen issues in the wastewater.

The City must adopt Resolution No. 664 authorizing the City to submit for the additional grant/loan package from Rural Development.

Councilor Young moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 664 and authorize the Mayor and City Administrator to sign all the forms necessary to apply for the additional funding.  Mayor Young, Councilor Byrd, Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
2.  Resolution No. 665 Authorizing the City to enter into an Agreement for a Grant/Loan Package with Rural Development.
Administrator Evans explained that the City is required to adopt a resolution agreeing to enter into a grant/loan agreement with Rural Development.  The money cannot be reserved until the City adopts this resolution.

Councilor Young moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 665 and authorize the Mayor and City Administrator to sign all the forms necessary for the grant/loan.  Mayor Young, Councilors Byrd, Loomis, Coleman, Young and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”. The motion carried. 

3.  Award the bid for the Sewer Plant upgrade.
At the February 19, 2019 Council meeting the Council accepted the low bid from Nate McDougal Company which was $10,361,000.00.  Notice of intent to award has been sent to all the bidders.  There have been no protests so far, we are recommending that Council award the bid contingent on there being no protests filed.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to award the bid to McDougal Company for $10,361,000.00 contingent upon there being no bid protests.  Mayor Young, Councilors Byrd, Loomis, Coleman, Young and Barton voted “yes”.  No “Nays”. The motion carried.
