REGULAR SESSION 
I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.
II.
SWEAR IN NEW COUNCIL MEMBERS


Finance Deputy Recorder Bennett administered the oath of office to Michael Young and Andrew 
Mather.

IV.
AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:
1. Approval of minutes for March 15, 2021.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen  seconded a motion to approve the minutes for March 15, 2021.  Mayor Young, Councilors Freeman, Johannessen, Young, Mather and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Public hearing on Comprehensive Plan Map amendment and rezone application from Issiah Bernier for 510 Geary St (old Baptist Church)
·  Mayor Young opened the public hearing and asked if any Councilors wished to declare a conflict of interest or exparte contact.  No Councilors declared either.

· Mayor Young called for the staff report


City Administrator Evans, read the hearing disclosure statement and gave a brief summary of the 
application.  

The applicant is requesting a Comprehensive Plan Map Amendment and rezone for a .45-acre lot and a zone 
change for the .11-acre lot. The current Comprehensive map designation of the .45-acre lot is Public/Open Space/Conservation and zoned as Community Services. The request is to change the Comprehensive Plan Map designation to residential and the zoning to Multifamily residential. No Comprehensive map change is required for the .11 acre. It only requires a zone change from Single Family Residential to Multifamily Residential. Approval of the request will allow the applicant to convert an existing church into 4 residential 
units.

On April 14, 2021, the Planning Commission held a public hearing on the application to take testimony in favor or opposition of the application.  The applicant’s consultant and applicant presented the project and there was no additional testimony.  At the conclusion of the hearing the Planning Commission voted to recommend to the City Council that the findings in the staff report be adopted and the amendments to the Comprehensive Plan Map and rezone be approved as proposed. 


Administrator Evans further explained that since the application requires a change to the Canyonville 
Comprehensive Plan Map it requires final approval by the Council.  The process requires two public 
hearings one before the Planning Commission who then makes a recommendation to the Council and 
the final hearing before the Council.  Tonight, the Council will provide an opportunity for any 
comments from citizens on the application.

Mayor Young asked the applicant if he would like to speak regarding the project.  Mr. Bernier briefly 
covered his plans to convert the church into four apartments.  Mayor Young commented on the need 
for additional housing in Canyonville.  


Councilor Mather inquired about the parking for the new apartments.  He noted that Geary Street 
already has a parking problem.  Mr. Bernier responded that they would be required to have off street 
parking and would utilize the existing parking lot and access from Leland.


Councilor Freeman asked if they intended to put any more apartments on the property at a later date.


Mr. Bernier said it would depend on how much room was left after creating the parking area, but they 
hoped to have enough room to build a duplex on the north part of the property.  The duplex would be 
accessed off of Fairchild Street.


There were no more comments or questions from the Council, so Mayor Young asked if there was 
anyone else wishing to speak either in favor or opposed to the application.  There were no additional 
comments, so the public hearing was closed.

Councilor Barton moved, Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve the application for the Comprehensive Map Amendment and Rezone and adopt the findings in the staff report and the recommendation from the Planning Commission.  Mayor Young, Councilors Freeman, Johannessen, Young, Mather and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.


2.  Adoption of Ordinance No. 650 Amending the Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map

Administrator Evans explained that Ordinance 650 is the implementing ordinance which will  
document the change to the Comprehensive Plan Map designation for 510 Geary from 
Public/Open/Conservation to Residential and change the zoning map from Community Service to 
Residential R3.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 650 amending the Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
3.  Sewer Upgrade Change Order No. 22. 

Administrator Evans advised the Council that there is still $138,366.00 left of the Rural Development 
Grant money for the project.  If the City does not spend the money on the project the remaining funds 
will go back to the federal government.  Staff met to discuss potential additional needs and projects 
that could utilize the grant funds.  Change Order No. 22 in the amount of $24,980.00 includes
additional items such as:  Non potable water pressure tank, fire wall configurations for the WIFI, 
maintenance software data input, and tank level indicators for the chemicals.


The remaining funds are intended for painting the old operations building and tanks.  We have not 
gotten any quotes yet.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve Change Order No. 22 in the amount of $24,980.00.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
4.   Additional Signer on the City Checking Account.

The current signers on the City’s checking account are Janelle Evans, Jake Young and Judy Coleman.  
Since Judy is no longer available it is necessary to add another signer to the account.  It is staff’s 
recommendation that Louise Barton be added to the City’s checking account.  Louise works in the 
afternoons, so she is easily accessible in the mornings.
Councilor Johannessen  moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to authorize Janelle Evans, Jake Young and Louise Barton to be authorized signers on the City’s checking account. Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

5.   Appoint New Budget Committee Member. 
 The City has received an application from Brandi Gross for the budget committee. Brandi’s term expired on 12-21-20 and she has agreed to renew her 3-year term.  We still have 4 openings remaining on the committee, but we will have enough for a quorum.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded a motion to appoint Brandi Gross to a 3-year term on the budget committee.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

6.  Renewal of the Contract with the Douglas County Sheriff’s department.  

The City entered into an Intergovernmental agreement with The Douglas County Sheriff’s office  to provide law enforcement for Canyonville in 1998.  The agreement is designed to be renewed on an annual basis with a 3% increase each year.  Next fiscal year the cost will be $196,541.51.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the extension of the sheriff’s office contract in the amount of $196,541.51    Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

VI.
REPORTS:


1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.


The Sheriff’s Office received 261 calls for service which consisted of 31 individuals taken into
custody, 9 warrant arrests, 2 drug arrests, and 97 traffic stops. Out of those 97 traffic stops 28 were

given citations.
1.   Administrator’s Report.


This last month has been very busy for both the office staff and public works. The really good news 
is about how much money we saved on the Sewer Plant Upgrade after everything was completed.

We were able to sell our bonds before the interest rate went up and we saved 1% in interest which 
amounted to a $40,000.00 a year reduction in the payments and saved the City $1.6 million over the 
life of the loan.  Rural Development wired the City $7,040,000.00 to pay off the DEQ Interim loan 
and we saved $57,000.00 in interest.  We also closed out the grant/loan from Infra Structure 
Financing early and for approximately $80,000.00 less than the original $1,000,000.00.  Everyone 
working on the upgrade did an excellent job and were very conscientious about how the money was 
spent. Our project engineers from Dyer Partnership did an excellent job.  This whole process for the 
upgrade from starting with the creation of a master plan, obtaining grant funding, Drafting the plans, 
approval of the plans from DEQ, preparing bid documents, awarding the bid, beginning work and 
completion of the project has been a huge task for the City.  The entire process has taken 10 years to 
complete, and we are all happy it is done!
