I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for April 18,2022.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded a motion to approve the minutes from April 18, 2022. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
Mayor Young opened the Public Hearing at 7:03 p.m. for the public to comment on the declaration of eligibility and use of the State Revenue Sharing the City receives from the State.
There were no comments.

Mayor Young closed the Public Hearing at 7:04 p.m.
1. Public Hearing on State Revenue Sharing.
In order for the City to receive State Revenue Sharing Council must adopt the following resolutions:
Resolution No. 689:  The City must provide four or more municipal services in order to be eligible for State Revenues. The City does provide at least four municipal services.

Resolution No. 690:  After the City certifies to the state that they meet the eligibility requirements the City must then declare their intent to receive the money. Resolution No. 690 declares the City’s intent to receive State Revenues.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 689 establishing the City’s eligibility to receive State Revenue Funds and Resolution No. 690 declaring the City’s intent to receive the funds. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2.  Surplus Property.
The City has two computer towers that they used for their finance and utility billing software that are no longer being used since we have everything backing up to the cloud. Resolution No. 693 declares the property as surplus and authorizes for the disposal of said property.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Freeman seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 693 declaring the property as surplus and authorize the City Administrator to dispose of them as she sees fit. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
3.  Knoll Terrace Chapter 6000 Committee.

Knoll Terrace Chapter 6000 Committee is requesting approval to use the Council Chambers every other month beginning June 10th at 20 a.m. There is no charge for the Council Chambers currently, but ongoing meetings do require Council approval. Staff is suggesting that there be a fee charged for ongoing meetings.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Johannessen seconded a motion to approve the use of the Council Chambers by Knoll Terrace Chapter 6000 Committee as requested and charge a one-time fee of $25.00. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
4.  Performance Evaluation Report.
As part of our loan agreement with Rural Development a performance evaluation report must be done  on the sewer plant improvements. The report must be done by a qualified engineer certifying that the plant performs within the required Department of Environmental Quality regulations.
Tyler Molatore from Dyer Engineering was the engineer on the project, and he will need to complete the report. The Council will need to approve the task order which outlines the tasks to be completed for the study and the estimated cost not to exceed #18,360.00. This report has been budgeted in the Capital Sewer Reserve Fund through the engineering line item.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Johannessen seconded a motion to approve the task order for Dyer Engineering to complete the Performance Evaluation Report. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
5.  New Check Signers.
Janelle will be going part time as of July 1, 2022, and Dawn Bennett will be taking over as Interim City Administrator. Since the City bank accounts require two signatures, it is always good to have the Administrator as one of the signers. It would also be good to have another councilor as an additional authorized signer along with the Mayor Young and Council President Barton. Councilor Freeman volunteered to be the additional signer. The City checking account, savings account, credit card account, safety deposit box all needs to be updated.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor  Johannessen seconded a motion to appoint Dawn Bennett, Jake Young, Louise Barton, and Allen Freeman as authorized signers on the City’s checking account, deposit account, savings account, credit card account, and safe deposit box.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:


1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

Last month the Sheriff’s office received 261 calls for service. Of those calls they had twenty-six police reports, fifteen arrests. They had thirty-one traffic stops with two resulting in citations given, 2 DUI’s and two drug related. 
2.  Administrator’s Report.
Forest Glen paid their entire water and sewer bill. The new owner of the building has also purchased the Falk building on the corner of 1st and Grove Street. They are in the process of fixing the Forest Glen building and the Falk building up to become certified as a veteran’s home.

The bid for the Canyon Street paving project was advertised on May 11, 2022, with final bid
Submittal date of June8, 2022. We are hoping to have the bid award process on the June 20, 2022,

Council agenda. There is a clause in the bid package stating that work either has to be completed 
Before Pioneer Days or could not begin until after Pioneer Days. The project has to be finished by

November.
The work on the new SCADA system has begun and is moving along rapidly. They have already identified problems with the old system that was not working correctly. They provide 24-hour support and can actually log into the system remotely. This is a great investment for the water plant.
Homeowners at 127 Canyon View have filed an insurance claim against the City. When public works crew repaired the service line to their property, they allowed gravel to get into the water line. There was an abundance of gravel which traveled to all the faucets and toilets in their home. The City’s insurance adjuster has done a detailed inspection and determined this to be a valid claim. The total project cost has not been determined yet. The necessary repair work to remove the gravel from the lines in some cases may include having to remove valves which will require cutting into the walls. This is going to be an expensive project, but the insurance will cover it.
3.  Pioneer Days Committee. 
Dawn Cartwright handed out a list of recommended inprovements to Pioneer Park before the Pioneer Days celebration.  In the stage bathroom there a need for a larger garbage can, new towel dispenser or new roll of towels for the old one, no key for soap dispenser, toilet paper rolls do not fit the dispenser.
Public bathrooms first toilet in girls bathroom does not flush unless it was fixed recently.  Need keys for locks on toilet paper rack to be labeled or have same key locks.  
Billy Burkhert handed out diagram of the park and adjacent streets to be barricaded, blocked off for emergency access only, handicap parking only, where the street dance and teen dance will be held.
