I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:
1. Add Election of a Council President under Council Business as 1a.

2. Change number 1 under Council Business to 1b.

3. Add the South Umpqua School lease under Council Business as 6.

4. Approval of minutes for April 19, 2021.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen  seconded a motion to approve the minutes for April 19, 2021.  Mayor Young, Councilors Freeman, Johannessen, Young, Mather and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

IV.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1a.  Election of a Council President.

Councilor Young nominated Louise Barton to be Council President.  Councilor Johannessen second

the nomination.
Mayor Young, Councilors Freeman, Johannessen, Young, and Mather voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  Louise Barton is the new Council President.


1b.  Public hearing on the use of State Revenue Sharing.
· Mayor Young opened the public hearing on the uses for the State Revenue Sharing.

No one was present at the hearing.

· Mayor Young closed the public hearing on the used for the State Revenue Sharing.
2.  Resolution No. 683 Certifying the City’s Eligibility to Receive State Revenue Sharing. 

In order to received State Revenue Sharing the City must adopt Resolution No. 683 showing the city provides four or more municipal services.  The City of Canyonville provides Police protection, street services (construction, maintenance, and lighting), Sewer, Storm drains, Planning, and Water Service.
3.   Resolution No. 684 Declaring the City’s intent to Received State Revenue Sharing.
After certifying that the City meets the eligibility requirements the City must then declare their intent to receive the money.  Resolution No. 684 declares the City’s intent to receive State Revenues.
Councilor Barton  moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion adopt Resolution No. 683 establishing the City’s eligibility to receive State Revenue Funds and Resolution No. 684 Declaring the City’s intent to receive the State Revenue Funds. Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

4.   Sewer Upgrade Change Order No. 24 to Include Painting of the Rehabilitated Basins. 
 After Council approved Change Order No. 22 last month there was still $113,356.00 left in the grant.  Administrator Evans approved Change Order No. 23 in the amount of $2,852.00 for additional parts needed for the side hill screen which leaves the remaining unexpended grant funds of $110,504.00.
One of the most important projects is to get the tanks and old operations building painted to match the rest of the sewer plant.  We finally were able to obtain quotes for the painting and awarded the project to Smith and Company as they were the low bidder.  We also need to repair the existing electronic gate at the sewer plant.  The total cost for both items in Change Order No. 24 is $70,835.00.  After approval of Change Order No.24, we will have approximately $30,000.00 of grant funds remaining.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion approve Change Order No. 24 contingent upon approval by Rural Development.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

5.  Resolution No. 685 Declaring Surplus Equipment for Sale.  

Council agreed to authorize staff to arrange for the sale of the following surplus items by sealed bids:


2000 Chevy 3500 Utility work truck

1996 John Deere 445 lawn mower tractor


Kubota G1800 Diesel lawn mower tractor


International 4900 Sewer Jetter truck


1992 Dodge Ram 150

1990 Freightliner sewer tanker 4500-gallon truck
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 685 authorizing City staff to place ad for the sale of surplus items by sealed bids to the highest bidder.  Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
6. South Umpqua School District lease of Community Building.

The schools lease will be expiring August 30, 2021, and they are giving the City 60 day notice as agreed upon in the lease.  It ended up they did not really have to use the building and they are trying to reduce their costs.  
We did not budget any money for maintaining the building.  Administrator Evans recommends leaving the budget as is and after the budget is adopted, we can then make any changes needed as long as the changes are not more than 15% of the total appropriations.  We can approve a resolution to budget money for the maintenance, electric, and insurance of the building.

Councilor Freeman moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded a motion to accept the School District’s notice to vacate the old YMCA building.   Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Mather, Freeman, Johannessen and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
