REGULAR SESSION 
I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

III.
AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:
1. Approval of minutes for March 18 and April 11, 2019.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to approve the minutes for March 18, 2019 and April 11, 2019.  Mayor Young, Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
IV.
Presentation by Umpqua Valley Ambulance.

Christy Caviness, Public Relations Specialist for Bay City Ambulance, presented a lovely plaque to
the City Council in recognition of the City’s continued support of Emergency medical Services 
Personnel and proclaiming this National EMS Week 2019.  
V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Request from the Cow Creek Tribe to include some City Streets in their Transportation Plan.

Lonnie Rainville from the Cow Creek Tribe was unable to attend the meeting so Administrator Evans 

gave a review of what the Tribe was wanting to include in their plan.  The Council agreed
that they would like Mr. Rainville to come to the next Council meeting to answer questions the

Council may have regarding the transportation plan.  Council requested that this be placed on the

June 2019 agenda.
2. Purchase a new Chlorine Analyzer for the Water Plant.
The Water Plant need to purchase a new Chlorine Analyzer.  They would like to get one that can analyze not only the chlorine but can also measure the PH and temperature continuously.  The cost to purchase the new analyzer is $4,250.00.  There will also be an installation cost of $2,400.00.

Councilor Loomis moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to authorize staff to purchase a new Chlorine Analyzer and have it installed for a total project cost of $6,650.00.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
3. Resolution No. 671- Authorizing the Issuance of an Additional $500,000.00 in Sewer Revenue Bonds.

In October 2015 the Council adopted a Resolution authorizing the issuance of $6,540,000.00 in sewer revenue bonds.  This was for the original financing from Rural Development.  Once the Phase II sewer upgrade project is complete these bonds will be purchased.  However, since the City is receiving an additional $500,000.00 loan to cover the additional bid cost, another Resolution authorizing the issuance for $500,000.00 in sewer revenue bonds.  

Once the Resolution is adopted a notice must be published in the paper notifying the public of the City’s intent to sell the bonds and establishing the 60-day time limit for filing a petition in opposition to the bond sale.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 671 which authorizes the issuance of sewer revenue bonds and provides for publication of the notice.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
4. Direct Responsible Charge contract with Brian Kelly.
Brian Kelly has been performing the services of Direct Responsible Charge (DRC) for the City’s water system treatment since 2015.  When Mark Wilson retired Mr. Kelly also started providing service for the water system distribution.  This year Mr. Kelly is asking to increase his contract from $700.00 to $800.00 since the City had an incident which resulted in a violation.  Mr. Kelly wants to purchase some personal liability insurance coverage since he is not covered under the City’s insurance.  

Even though Matt has obtained all the required certifications for a DRC he still needs some practical experience before he can assume the responsibilities.  Public Works personnel are very happy with the assistance Brian has provided and he does seem to want to teach them.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a new contract with Brian Kelly to provide the Direct Responsible Charge services for the City’s water system.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
5. Council Vacancy.
With the passing of Councilor Braudt there is a vacant Council seat now.  The Council needs to appoint a new Councilor to fulfill the rest of Councilor Braudt’s unexpired term.  His term expires December 31, 2020.  Council must declare the vacancy and direct staff to post a notice and accept applications.  The applications will then be submitted to the Council at the June 2019 meeting.  

Councilor Loomis moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to authorize staff to post the vacant Council position with a submittal deadline of June 20, 2019 and appoint the new Councilor at the June 17, 2019 meeting.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Young, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:

1. Sheriff’s Office Report.

Sargent Bean informed the Council that he is being promoted and June 1, 2019 he will be stationed in Roseburg.  He introduced Sargent Schriven who will be taking his place here in South County. 

This month there were 131 calls for service, 31 traffic stops, 14 subject stops, and 13 criminal cases.  They also had 17 arrests, 1 drug stop, 1 DUI stop, 5 warrants, and 2 accidents.  We had the most calls and arrests in South County.

2. Administrative Report.
Sewer Upgrade:  Construction has begun on the new sewer plant upgrade.  One issue arose with all the bugs being killed by draining the lime stabilization tanks into the system.  These bugs are needed to keep a balance of the microorganisms in the wastewater system to keep the process in compliance with DEQ regulations.  Killing the bugs caused us to be out of compliance for two days.  It all was reported to DEQ.  They have started weekly construction meetings at 2:00 p.m. on Thursdays. 

Eryn has turned in her resignation and will be leaving May 28, 2019.  We have already placed ads for her position.

Union Negotiations:  The City and the Union have scheduled a negotiation session for June3, 2019.

Water:  There is a leak in the main transmission line for O’Shea Creek. Unfortunately the leak happens to be on 463 Huffman property under a rock wall that has been built by the property owners.  They are in hopes of repairing the leak on Thursday.
Elections:  Tuesday, May 21 is election day and Suzie will be staying until 8:00 p>m> so that people may drop their ballots off at City Hall.
