I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

III.
AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:
1. Approval of minutes for May 20, 2019.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to approve the minutes for May 20, 2019 and April 11, 2019.  Mayor Young, Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
IV.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Appointment of New Council Member.

Council declared Councilor Braudt’s seat vacant at the May meeting.  Notices were posted and the

City has received an application from Alan Freeman.  It is staff’s recommendation that Council
appoint Alan Freeman to the vacant Councilor seat and have him sworn in at this meeting.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to appoint Alan Freeman to fill Councilor Braudt’s vacant seat for the unexpired term which ends December 31, 2020 and swear him in tonight.  Mayor Young, Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
2. Nominate Council President.
A new Council President needs to be elected for the remainder of 2019 year.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to nominate Councilor Coleman for Council President.  Mayor Young, Councilors Loomis, Byrd, Barton, and Freeman voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
3. New owners of Grocery Outlet – Angie and Tom Criss.
Angie and Tom Criss, the owners of the Grocery outlet in Tri City, are here to introduce themselves and invite everyone to their grand opening.
4. Direct Responsible Charge Contract for Brian Kelly.
At last month’s Council meeting Administrator Evans asked for an increase of $100.00 in Brian Kelly’s consulting fee for the Water Plant.  But, after talking with Mr. Kelly it seems he asked for a $200.00 increase instead of the $100.00.  At this point the only option is to give him the $200.00 increase as we will be having a totally new water plant staff.  There is enough money budgeted to cover the total $900.00 per month.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Loomis seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a new contract with Brian Kelly for $900.00 a month to provide the Direct Responsible Charge services for the City’s water system.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, Barton, and Freeman voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
5. IGA with Douglas County for Judicial Services.
We finally received a new proposed Intergovernmental Agreement with Douglas County for Judicial Services.  The new agreement eliminates the City’s obligation to pay the Municipal Judge and clerks directly.  The agreement provides for the County to pay the salaries since they are already paid for 40 hours a week.
The revenues will continue to be split 50/50 for the fines and forfeited security.  The only difference will be that the County will receive the court costs instead of the City.  The new contract will ensure that the City will not lose money by retaining the Municipal Court.

Councilor Loomis moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the new Intergovernmental Agreement.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, Barton, and Freeman voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:

1. Sheriff’s Office Report.

This month there were 130 calls for service, 7 subject stops, 12 citations written and 35 criminal cases.  They also had 24 arrests and 3 felonies.
2. Administrative Report.
Union Negotiations:  The City and the Union have come to an agreement.  
Mayor Young recessed the regular meeting to open the Executive session for ORS 192.660(2)(d) Labor negotiations.

Mayor Young closed the Executive session to reopen the regular session for a vote.

Councilor Barton moved and Councilor seconded a motion to approve the Union Contract.  Mayor Young, Councilor Loomis, Coleman, Byrd, Barton, and Freeman voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
