REGULAR SESSION 
I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council President Barton called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of minutes for May 16, 2022.
Council Member Johannessen pointed out an error on page 2 under item 4 Performance Evaluation.

The motion for Knoll Terrace was repeated here instead of the motion for the Performance Evaluation.
City Administrator Evans made note and said the minutes would be corrected.

Councilor Freemon moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve the minutesfor May 16, 2022 with the noted correction.  Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  Award bid for Canyon Street paving.
Administrator Evans, recapped her memo regarding the Canyon Street paving.  The City received a $100,000.00 Small City Allotment grant for the project in November of 2020. Bid proposals were advertised in the Daily Journal of Commerce and the News Review with a bid opening date of June 8, 2022.  The City only received one proposal which was from Knife River in the amount of $113,545.00 which was just under the revised engineers estimate.  Construction costs have increased significantly from when the City submitted the grant and the engineer’s revised estimate was between $115,000.00 and $145,000.00.
The total project cost including construction, engineering and contingency has now increased from $107,290.00 to $142,265.00.  The project is to be completed prior to Pioneer Days. 
Councilor Johannessen moved, and Councilor Lowry seconded a motion to award the bid to Knife River for $113,545.00 for the SE Canyon Street paving project and authorize staff to sign the appropriate paperwork. Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, Lowry and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2. Measure 109 legalization of Psilocybin facilities.
Administrator Evans explained that Measure 109 was passed at the November 3, 2020 which legalized manufacturing, delivery and administration of psilocybin at supervised, licensed facilities.
It does not allow for the retail sale or personal use of Psilocybin.  The measure was crafted in the same fashion as the marijuana measures.  A city is automatically including in allowing the activities unless the citizens vote at a general election not to allow it in the City.  The issue of whether to allow marijuana sales within the City was sent to the citizens and they voted not to allow them within the City. 
If Council wishes to send this issue to the voters we will need to draft an ordinance banning psilocybin, prepare a ballot title, explanatory statement for the voters pamphlet and adopt a Resolution to refer the issue to a vote of the people. In order to get this on the election everything must be submitted to the County by August 19, 2022.
Councilor Young moved, and Councilor Lowry seconded a motion to refer the question of banning the manufacturing, deliver and administration of psilocybin at supervised, licensed facility within the City limits to a vote of the citizens and place it on the November 8, 2022 ballot.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:

1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

Last month the Sheriff’s office received 261 calls for service. Of those calls they had twenty-six police reports, fifteen arrests. They had thirty-one traffic stops with two resulting in citations given, 2 DUI’s and two drug related. 
2.  Administrator’s Report.
Mayor Young, Councilors Young, Johannessen and Mathers terms all expire December 31, 2022.
If anyone wishes to run for re-election there are packets available at City Hall.  The deadline to file is August 17, 2022.

Valerie O’Sullivan has been hired as the new utility billing clerk.  Valerie lives in Canyonville and has been a teaching assistant at the Canyonville School.

The work on the new SCADA system for the water plant is anticipated to be completed the first week in July. This has been a great project and will improve the reliability of the City’s treatment plant. The project has been totally funding from the money the City received from the American Rescue Act. 
Traffic counters were placed at the Hamlin Bridge for a week to count the traffic volume for the grant application.  According to the traffic counters the average daily trips were 512 which scores as low traffic under the grant.  This may hurt our chances of receiving a Small City Allotment grant for the bridge repair.  I am hoping that the safety issue will prevail and they will award the grant. 
3.  Council comments:

Council Lowry inquired why there were no swings at the park and why the Welcome to Canyonville banner at the entrance to the Casino wasn’t replaced. 
Administrator Evans responded that she would check with the guys to find out about the swing at the park.  As for the banner she was unaware of it.  She did know there was a sign that the Chamber had paid for located at the entrance. She would check to see if that was what he was talking about and get back to them.  She mentioned that the City does not provide signage for businesses and that the Chamber has done all the signage.
