1. Resolution No. 672 Requesting Annexation of the City of Canyonville to OSU Extension

District.

Councilor President Coleman moved, and Councilor Byrd seconded a motion to change the last WHEREAS statement in Resolution No. 672 from “put issue on the May ballot” to “put the issue on A Primer or General ballot”.  Councilors Coleman, Byrd, and Freeman voted “yes”.  Councilor Barton voted “nay”.  The motion carried.
2. Request from the Cow Creek Tribe to include some City Streets in their Transportation Plan.
Lonnie Rainville could not make the meeting, so this item is postponed indefinitely.  
3. Event Permit for Pioneer Days.
Pioneer Days committee has applied for an event permit for their annual Pioneer Days celebration.  According to Misty the event will be the same as last year and the beer garden will be located in the same spot.  Only change is Falk Estates Winery will be running the beer garden instead of Henry’s Estate Winery.  The parade route will be the same as always.  They will be blocking off Main Street from 3rd to the end of Main from 11:00 am to 4:00 pm for the car show.  There will be an antique logging truck show in the field by the City tennis courts.
The City still needs the Lions Club insurance paper and Falk Estate OLCC permit/insurance paper.

Administrator Evans also asked the Council to allow her to approve the event permit for Pioneer Days in the future as long as there are no major changes.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Bryd seconded a motion to allow City Administrator to approve the annual permit for Pioneer Days as long as there are no substantial changes.  Councilors Coleman, Byrd, Freeman, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.
