I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of consent calendar minutes for June 20, 2022, and quarterly financial reports.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the consent calendar for June 20, 2022.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1.  South Umpqua Disposal Rate Increase.
South Umpqua Disposal has a franchise agreement with the City of Canyonville. According to the franchise agreement South Umpqua will discuss rate increases with the Council prior to instituting the raises. The proposed fees will go into effect on August1, 2022.  Approval of the rate increase is a formality and allows the Council oversite to prevent price gouging.  Council cannot really prohibit the rate increase if it is reasonable.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freman seconded a motion determining the price increase is reasonable and approving the request. Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
2. Event Permit for Pioneer Days with alcohol.
Each year the Pioneer Days Committee must fill out a special event permit request for the Pioneer Days Celebration being held on August 25 through August 28, 2022.  The event is being covered by the Lion’s Club insurance, the beer garden is run by the Taphouse of Myrtle Creek and will provide an OLCC event permit and insurance once this application is approved.  The committee has provided and map of the streets to be barricaded, designated parking areas, and dance areas.  There will be a bouncy house and the insurance will be provided to the City.  The parade route will be the same as last year.  The South Umpqua Volleyball Team, with advisor Tonya Smith, will be keeping the bathrooms clean, stocked, and all trash collected during the event.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the Pioneer Days Event permit subject to the conditions the bouncy house vendor submits insurance certificate naming the City as certificate holder and the Taphouse submits their OLCC event permit.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
3. Event Permit for South Umpqua Class of 72 Reunion.
Colleen Deaton is organizing the reunion for South Umpqua class of 72.  The event is scheduled for August 13 and 14, 2022 from 4:00p.m. to 10:00 p.m. in the park.  The event will be catered by Occasionally Yours Party vendor who is licensed to serve alcohol.

There will be no vendors at the event, and they are not asking for any streets to be closed off, but they are serving alcohol.  Once the event is approved, the vendor will submit their OLCC event permit and a certificate of liability insurance naming the City as insured.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the event permit for the South Umpqua class of 72 reunion subject to the submission of an OLCC event permit and certificate of insurance.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
4. Public Hearing – Ordinance Declaring a Prohibition on Psilocybin-related Businesses in Canyonville.

Mayor Young closed the Public Hearing @ 7:10 pm.

At the June 20, 2022, Council meeting Council discussed whether to ban licensed psilocybin-related 
businesses in the City of Canyonville. After much discussion Council voted to refer the question of 
banning the manufacturing, delivery, and administration of psilocybin at supervised, licensed 
facilities within the city limits to a vote of the citizens and place it on the November 8, 2022, ballot. 
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Johannessen seconded a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 654 declaring a prohibition on Psilocybin product manufacturers and Psilocybin service center operators within the City of Canyonville, Oregon.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
5. Resolution No. 694 – Psilocybin-related business ban referred to voters for November 8, 2022, Election.
After Council adopts Ordinance No. 654 the next step is to adopt Resolution No. 694.  Resolution No. 694 refers a ballot measure for the November I, 2022, election to the voters of the City of Canyonville an Ordinance prohibiting Psilocybin product manufacturers and Psilocybin service center operators within the City of Canyonville, Oregon and adopting a ballot title and explanatory statement. 
The explanatory statement has been incorporated into the Resolution as Exhibit A and the Ordinance as Exhibit B.  The notice of receipt of the ballot title will published in the newspaper and the electors have seven (7) days to challenge the ballot title.  If there are no challenges we will file the Notice of Measure Election, form SEL802, with the county elections official by September 8, 2022.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Mather seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 694 referring to voters of the City of Canyonville an Ordinance prohibiting Psilocybin product manufacturers and Psilocybin service center operators within the City of Canyonville, Oregon and adopting a ballot title and explanatory statement.  Mayor Young, Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes.”  No “nays.”  The motion carried.
VI.
REPORTS:

1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

Last month the Sheriff’s office received 266 calls for service. Of those calls they had twenty-one police reports, eleven arrests. They had thirty-four traffic stops with two resulting in seven citations given. 
2.  Administrator’s Report.
The work on the new SCADA system for the water plant is getting very close to being complete.
The audit for fiscal year 2021-2022 has begun.

Knife River will begin work on the Canyon Street paving project on July 18, 2022.

City staff has had new soap dispenser, towel dispenser, wastebasket, and toilet paper holder installed in the backstage bathroom for Pioneer Days.
