I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

III.
AGENDA REVIEW AND/OR ADDITIONS:
1. Approval of minutes for August 16, 2021.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Freeman seconded a motion to approve the minutes for August 16, 2021.  Councilors Barton, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Johannessen voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

2. Dawn Cartwright, Pioneer Days committee member, addressed the council with some suggestions to making clean up of the park during Pioneer Days more efficient.  The bathroom in the stage area had a garbage can that was too small for a large event.  The toilet paper rolls would not fit on the holders, there was no key for soap dispenser, and there were no towels to replenish.  This may be attributed to the fact that hand dryers replace the towels in the main restrooms in the park.  The first toilet in the girl’s bathroom does not flush properly.  Last it would be helpful the locks on the top toilet paper holders could all be keyed the same or somehow label the keys to each lock.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Public Hearing on text amendment to Municipal Code Section 18.76.020 Hazardous Fences.
City Administrator Evans explained the amendment to the Municipal Code regarding hazardous fences.

· Mayor Young opened the public hearing on the text amendment to Municipal Code Section 18.76.020 Hazardous Fences.

· Mayor Young closed the public hearing on the text amendment to Municipal Code Section 18.76.020 Hazardous Fences. 

Councilor Young moved, and Councilor  Barton seconded a motion to adopt the Planning Commission’s findings and recommendation regarding the legislative amendment and adopt the implementing Ordinance #651.  Mayor Young, Councilors Johannessen, Young, Mather, Freeman, and Barton voted “yes”.  No “nays”.  The motion carried.

2.  Fencing City Bridges. 
It was brought up at the last council meeting about fencing off access to under the bridge on South Main Street and the Hamlin bridge in hopes of keeping the transits from trashing the area.  Staff looked at the two bridges and determined even if the city were to fence on their right of way there will still be access from the adjacent private property.  The cost of the fence to fence off the city portion would be approximately $1,096.00 not including labor.  Consensus of the council is to forgo the fence and look at organizing a cleanup day close to the end of October provided ODOT will give their ok for the third street bridge.
3.   Attorney Review of Ordinances Regarding Wrecked or Abandoned Vehicles, Camping, Parking and Storage of Vehicles.
There are several sections of the Municipal Code that mention either junk vehicles, storage of vehicles, parking, and storage.  The City Administrator sent these codes to the city attorney for verification as to what actions can be taken for which situation.  
· Chapter 8.24 Wrecked or abandoned vehicles only applies to private property and this section is considered a nuisance.  
· Chapter 9.36 Prohibited camping no citations or penalties can be issued.  One section refers to camping on private property.  Another section refers to camping on city streets.  The section referring to homeless individuals had to be changed to increasing notice to be posted to 72 hours in advance of removing any belongings from the established camp site.
· Chapter 10.36 Abandon vehicles only applies to the city right of way.
· Chapter 10.32 Stopping, standing, and parking is only for time restriction parking such as the post office, cigarette shop and 5th street between Main Street and I-5 off ramp.

· Chapter 18.76 Vehicle parking and storage is a zoning ordinance and only pertains to private property.

REPORTS:


1.    Sheriff’s Office Report.

Last month there were 342 calls for service, 38 of those calls were reports taken, 30 arrests, 46 traffic stops, and 14 citations given.  
1.   Administrator’s Report.

School Lane property:  The County decided to sell the property to Ms. Jasper, after meeting with her attorney, with the stipulation that they grant an easement for the water to the City.  Ms. Jasper will be responsible for all the costs associated with granting the City an easement.  She will also be required to provide the City with a key or some form of access to the closed gate.
Hamlin Bridge:  ODOT is tasked with inspecting bridges for cities in Oregon annually.  They noted in the Hamlin bridge inspection that repairs are needed.  Staff is working with the city engineers to determine exactly what needs to be done.  We are seeing if we can get a grant for the cost of repairs, but it depends on whether ODOT will allow us to put off repairs until 2023.
Large water/sewer assistance program:  Letters have gone out to the two large, qualified users and one application has been received in the office.  The other user has been in contact with the office and is in the process of gathering the necessary documentation.  Staff will start the process of reviewing all the documents.
Junk Yard:  Not much has been accomplished since the renter contracted COVID.  He has been in contact with the City and will continue work on the cleanup as soon as he is well.
