Note how the above pattern above follows Jeremiah 23.
They used LORD to have people forget God’s Name Jehovah/YeHoVaH, then introduced Yahweh which is Baal.

Note how the Roman Catholic Bibles that started each trend are 67 years apart. Maybe 66.6 years apart?
