 Related Action for July: The Latino Racial Justice Circle (LRJC) is a grassroots, all volunteer, 501(c)(3) nonprofit 

organization dedicated to advocacy and support of the local Latino community.  LRJC raises funds to pay for 

vital immigration legal assistance, connecting vulnerable individuals and families with reputable immigration 

attorneys who represent LRJC clients at "low bono" rates.  LRJC also raises funds to provide scholarships for 

promising Latino students in pursuit of a college degree.  General donations can be made at lrjc.org or for our 

current scholarship fundraiser at https://gofund.me/b6fa2fdbl  The LRJC Board Treasurer of LRJC will be 

present at the Rally on July 19th and can accept cash or check donations on the day of the rally. 

We hold rallies once a month, usually on the third Sunday from 1:30 to 2:30, to keep alive the message that 

people in Baltimore are working towards an anti-racist society. Our rallies are also a way to bring people 

together who are engaged in anti-racism work. In addition, each month we participate in a “related action” 

which involves donations of supplies and/or funds to Baltimore City organizations and schools.  

Since 2020, IC4BL has stood up to proclaim “Black Lives Matter!”  Given the disproportionate effects ICE 
raids have on Black and Brown communities, IC4BL expanded our message and our actions to include 
immigrants, undocumented migrants and refugees.  We welcome signs at our rallies that are interfaith and 
nonviolent.   Suggested messages: “No Human Being is Illegal,” “Welcome Immigrants!” in addition to “All 
Lives Can’t Matter until Black and Brown Lives Matter!”
