How Should We Teach
 2 Timothy 4:2  Preach the word; be ready in season 
and out of season; reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with 
complete patience and teaching. 
This verse tells us that even if our lessons bring a 
rebuke or exhortation, we need to give our lessons 
with patience. Too often, as teachers, we are happy 
to rebuke but we don’t do so in a loving way, or we 
don’t have the patience to help students grow.
