Referral
To secure a place at HIT Education a pupil must be referred by the Local Education Authority or Council. The referral form provides the details of the individual background. Any further details around the new referral can also be sent, but authority must be given to HIT Education to share with delivery staff.
Once the referral has been accepted a costing and overall plan will be sent to the authority. Once the details of the provision have been agreed a Service Level Agreement will be in place. 
Pupil registration
All pupils will be registered with the Governing Body, the details that have been provided on the referral form must be accurate as they will be used for qualification registration. An induction process will take place with the pupil on day one and a Personal Support Plan recognises their personal progress.
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
