IV. Action Items

V. Principal Report 
a. Thank you PTO for considering the art curriculum. Based on staff feedback, we are no longer pursuing the purchase this year

b. Sarah has script for Peter Pan and it is has royalty contract agreement so cannot be changed, but we want to be culturally sensitive. Indian was renamed to Never Land Tribe and we will also change some actions of Never Land Tribe. A note about this has been included in the Sprouty for week of 9/24 with more detailed explanation.

c. Thanks for the assembly budget! Three-screens was a success.  The goal is to hold four assemblies this year. A motivational speaker is scheduled later in the year, but we’re still looking for one more assembly.

a. President/Vice-President - none
b. Events/Fundraising
i. 70’s dance recap: the event was not a fundraiser, but did bring in some $ from concessions to help offset some of the cost. The left over concessions will be used for concessions at Karaoke night. The photo booth and overall event was a great success.
ii. Jog-a-thon – Sept. 28th : We are asking for parents to bring fruit and granola bars for kids after the run. Money is due Monday for anyone who will be included in prizes. This event is a fundraiser – the only one where students are involved in the fundraising. Discussion occurred regarding the lunch as prize for students who raise $25 or more. Signage will be posted to clarify that visitors BBQ lunch costs $5, student lunch options are BBQ w/ Jamba Juice for students raising $25 donation or traditional school lunch available through the cafeteria. 
iii. Gear: none
iv. PTO Bulletin Board: open to anyone to help decorate, Pauline will help if needed
v. Parade of Lights – Oct. 13th: Coming up soon and need help if we are to participate. This will not be coordinated by the events committee, so we need someone identified by end of day Monday 9/24. Coordination includes finding flat bed, vehicle to pull it, decorating the float, coordinating helpers, and organization day of and clean up. It’s okay if we don’t do it this year. 
vi. Spring Fling update (Nicole in lieu of Sarah): The venue and band have been booked for 3/30, more info to come. We will pull together the committee soon.
vii. Soup and Serenade: coming up on 10/19! Families will donate soup and time to help serve, students will sing, schedule will be available to know when each class performs. Nicole will look into possibility of getting Hooker Oak coffee mugs printed to sell for families to use as bowls.

c. Corporate Liaison
i. If there are events for which we need sponsors, let Erim know.
ii. The idea of play costs being sponsored by businesses was discussed and Erim will explore this opportunity for future support.
d. Publicity

i. Updating of www.hookeroakpto.com website: All information regarding events and volunteering is available there.
e. Arts Committee
i. Peter Pan:  All cast members need to be sure to provide a correct email address as that is the primary channel of communication. More information about costumes and supplies and communication to solicit for volunteers will be coming soon.
f. Parent Volunteer Coordinators

i. Classroom Representative List- Need just 3 more classroom reps, follow up will be sent directly to those classes to solicit for volunteers.
g. Green Committee
i. Lowes will be donating many supplies for the nature center refreshing.  Working is occurring to clear out undesirable weeds/plants (i.e. onions) and will be replanting with native plants. Looking at getting a nice gate for the entrance also. We are working to get it back to appealing and useful status soon again! In the meantime, we will post a sign with information that it is under redesign so people know it’s in progress. We have $2000 budgeted for nature center/garden, also new grant is being written and submitted for $1500 for the nature center.     

h. Treasurers Report

i. Budget update: We have started to collect money for jog-a-thon.  We proposed increasing the curriculum budget by $89.55 to cover nearly half of the amount of keyboarding without tears. This is intro item for voting next month.
ii. Paid website fee of $200. We still need $159 software fee for treasurer. This will be coming from misc. expenses line. Next year, a line item for website and software fees will be included in the budget.

iii. Now that our budget is above $50K/year we have to file more lengthy taxes. It was proposed to pay for a tax preparer or parent volunteer that is qualified. Cost will be approx. $250. This is intro item and will be voted on next month if no volunteer is identified.
iv. Melissa showed file of physical receipts and proposed we purchase a scanner for electronic filing of receipts as back-up. Sue volunteered to help purchase using discount at Office Depot.
v. Teacher Disbursements: This is a follow up item from last meeting. Teachers are already submitting receipts for reimbursements – yay! Each year we have been carrying over excess money year to year that has accumulated to the tune of nearly $20K is available to dip into above and beyond the typical annual roll over (previously $3K, may want to increase) and projected budgeted line items. This is open to follow up.
vi. We budgeted $13K for total teacher disbursements. When we reduce by $100/teacher already made available for receipts to be reimbursed, we have $11,500 available for classroom disbursements. This is equivalent to a total of ~$31/student (371 students) possible for total disbursement. Previously this was closer to $12/student. This is a great increase! It was proposed to disburse 60% of the total now and the remaining amount after the first of the year, equivalent to $18/ student for a total of $6,696 now. Spending will be reviewed and feedback collected to take into consideration for next disbursement. This was unanimously approved. Brian will communicate to teachers and room reps are encouraged to communicate this to all parents.

d. 2nd grade, Megan’s class: Fairy tale reader theater groups, working on reversible and irreversible changes brought about by heat or cooling (i.e. popping popcorn, water boiling), journals to document findings and give presentations, went to see Mulan Jr. play at Chico campus
e. Jennifer 2nd grade also went to Chico campus to see new science building being built

f. Melina’s 5th grade – climbing theme, climbing to the top of Mt. success and celebrating mistakes and learning, learning about first Americans, space and science, going to space museum, starting lacrosse, planning for ship trip unit 
g. Tracey’s 3rd grade – going to Maidu field trip soon, practicing writing kindness cards for Brian
h. Ricketts Kinder – finishing up ABC boot camp, will do fashion show with decorated letter vests

i. Stacie kinder – same, who’s who with school booklet, interviewed Brian, learning about campus community, met big buddies, going to pumpkin patch 10/12

j. Sarah 2nd grade – family culture projects, presentations 10/12, first science mixer this Friday with stations exploring matter and whether or not the reactions are reversible

k. Friend 1st grade – what it means to be a good citizen, reading groups, how to do the new routine as 1st grader
