V. Principal Report 
a. Camp Fire updates: Welcoming 3 families evacuated in the fire. Will be providing duffel bags of goodies to get students started. We did have 8 families in the Paradise/Magalia area…all but 1 have lost their home. Six staff were evacuates, four of which lost their homes. Starting Mon off with an assembly – hoping to keep a positive tone. Monica and Amy initiated fundraisers to get the Paradise teachers set up.
b. Two new portables will be going in near room 20. They will need to be painted – looking for painter! Monica and Stacey will move to the new portables, fine arts and music will be in their previous portables

c. Legacy project – 5th graders are writing letters to local artists to ask for their mentorship and to showcase their art, to work with students to help create art for the school, and/or be guest speakers, etc. The goal is to integrate local artwork and provide inspiration and education. Will need display cabinets in the future and an artist plaque to recognize the artists who contribute over the years.

e. Moms fundraiser earned $2,082 for the school!
VI. Teacher(s) Report
a. Beth & Katie (4th grade)- Going to Malakoff in April –it’s booked! They’ve received $600 lacrosse grant for the school to have 30 lacrosse sticks. There will be sign-ups for students to check out the equipment and play. The Sacramento trip is also booked. Beginning in January, students will kick-off their work on legacy project on composting.
