IV. Action Items

a. Approve December PTO meeting minutes- approved unanimously
V. Principal Report 
a. LCAP meeting coming up on Feb 7th @ 2:30: this is the local control funding and we have a say in how those funds are spent. This is discussed at site council. Funds must be spent annually, no roll over the next year. Brian is looking for a committee to meet and attend the meeting in February.
b. Two new portables: Stacie will be moving in soon and her current room will become the fine arts room for the remainder of the year (will set up drums!). Next year up in the air. 

c. Lottery going on now: 27 TK, 32 in lottery, and 7 wait list. We may have a 3rd Kinder class next year depending on how things shake out over the coming months.

d. Cut off for 6th grade commitments is next Friday, Jan 25th.

e. Play coming up in 2 weeks. With the delay of this show, we will not be doing a full length musical in spring. Instead, we will have Inspire students come to do one-acts with our students. Inspire students would direct and choreograph; our students would perform.

f. Arts legacy project: many artists locally have responded. Some will be teaching in the class, others will be highlighted as artists of the month. Brian is willing to purchase one display case outside of PTO funds if needed.

a. Jaycee: District is doing district-wide observations. District has provided new curriculum for SDC class and had opportunity to observe the curriculum in use at another site to prepare for implementation.

a. President/Vice-President 
i. Open Position: Corporate Liaison position has opened up. If anyone is interested in filling this role, please speak up!

v. Book Fair: Will have it located in an open portable again. Will have sign-up for help every day after school.
vi. Spring Fling: We need to nail down corporate sponsors. Will first approach folks who sponsored last year again. Marketing: like our Facebook page, get the word out now. Getting donations for silent auction: we have a template donation letter to use. The committee is for everyone to chip in on soliciting for donations & list was passed around for those present to identify businesses to solicit. Sarah is gathering more info on how the money raised impacts our students to include in donation letters. The back page of the Peter Pan program will have an advertisement for Spring Fling.

d. Publicity – We are trying to continue to update the website, so keep sending updates. 
e. Arts Committee – 
i. Peter Pan: Ticket sales launched today on website. Tickets are selling fast! General admission is $5 at the door (at door will be cash or check only). Will be setting up the volunteer sign-up for helpers throughout the weekend. Selena is working on the program. A parent will be taking pictures and video of play so guests can put cameras and phones away. Photos will be shared via cast emails, but still looking back at photo release to be sure okay to share. 
ii. Art Show and Spaghetti Dinner: New this year, if a student elects to have art for sale it will be in special gallery section. Hoping to encourage more kids to sell their art. More to come.

i. Any more requests for parent field trip driver shirts, let Rachael know.
g. Green Committee
i. Michelle is working on getting the pond liner, then will get gravel in place to finish the stream bed. Looking for help getting larger boulder donated - will be asking if families have any connections. Will be hanging banners at top of the fence to thank Lowes and all others who have helped contribute to the nature center revamp. Still are tackling the wild onions – thank you girl scouts for helping out. 
h. Treasurers Report 
i. Budget update: See attachment. 
ii. Teacher Disbursements: It’s difficult to make a suggestion when we don’t know what money will be raised with the coming events, but we don’t want to delay too long so teachers are able to use the money this school year. The recommendation is $10/student and then we can review again in April or May to see if there’s any additional money left to still disburse. Approved unanimously. In combination with the previous disbursement, a total of $28/student disbursed to each class this year!
