VI. Teacher(s) Report
a. Jennifer (2nd grade)- The color a classroom event was an amazing day and event to support. We are working toward offering a Let Me Run program for boys soon.

a. President/Vice-President 
i. Camp fire needs – We are available if there are families that still have needs. Please speak up so PTO can help coordinate meeting those needs in any way possible.
b. Events/Fundraising
i. Hooker Oak Night Out Jan 15th 4-8pm at Panera. MOD pizza raised ~$160 for our school. 
ii. Family Movie Night on Jan 18th: Wonder was the movie selected by students. It will be free to get in; we will have popcorn and concessions available for sale.

iii. Art show and spaghetti dinner coming up on Feb 6th, more info coming soon. There was discussion about whether or not we will push it back since the play was pushed to the first weekend in Feb. and the arts committee is integral to both events.
iv. Book fair will be coming in the last week in Feb (2/25-3/1). Plans are underway and coordination with Scholastic is happening. Rita will be reaching out for help.

v. Spring Fling update: Some proceeds will go to help families affected by the Camp Fire. We will be doing Eventzilla for ticket sales, businesses can still pay with check. Discussion occurred regarding the expectation for the amount of fundraising. We are reducing the cost of hosting the event and still hope to make some proceeds, but likely will not hit our fundraising target. The goal is for our HO families to be together and enjoy a nice evening out and support our families affected by the Camp Fire. They sprayed with vinegar, dish soap and salt – doesn’t seem to be making an impact. Still trying to come up with creative solutions. More cardboard is needed to cover ground and help kill the onions.

i. We will have a budget update again in Jan to consider another teacher disbursement and if we are on track to spend in our designated line items. We need to know what the disbursement money is used to support so we can promote this when considering next year’s budget. Intend to continue encouraging teacher disbursements next year.
