IV. Action Items

a. Approve January PTO meeting minutes- approved unanimously
V. Principal Report 
a. Part 2 of grant writing: 

i. March 11-22 need votes for our school on ScholarShare to get scholarship funds. If we can get the word out and get votes, chances are good for us to earn money through this opportunity
ii. North Valley Community Foundation still has money for schools for those impacted by Camp Fire. Seven grant proposals will be submitted for various forms of support. 
iii. Many grants available right now for this community – Help is needed with writing and submission! if anyone has experience or wishes to help with grant writing, please see Brian

b. We are reviewing test scores and looking at ways to continually improve. The school will be keeping curriculum, but changing the pace to continue improving scores. They are also bringing in supportive curriculum; recently offered training to staff of small groups. Also they are building a resource library for small group activities and adjustable based on student skill level. Goal: 65% of the day should be in small group instruction. Focus is on math this year and also helping to explain importance of testing and setting goals with students to hopefully see improvements. Another focus areas in the classroom remain, but testing is important to the state so we continue to work toward further improvements.
c. Brian is looking to get Pauline involved in addressing chronic absences. Less than 4% are chronically absent, but they are also the kids who are lower scoring…need kids at school! 
d. More parents are needed at the LCAP meetings…3rd meeting in a row with no parents present from our school, so we have room to improve our representation.
e. Stacy moved and room 18 is now one of the new portables.
f. Wednesday is pink shirt day; Monday assembly will kick off the anti-bully week and there are spirit themes for each day of the week. More info will be on sprouty.

a. President/Vice-President - None
b. Events/Fundraising
i. Book fair will be in new portable room 22. Will have open time tomorrow for teachers to browse and develop a wish list. A flyer is going home to parents to encourage them to come and purchase books after school during the week of 2/25-3/1.

d. Publicity – We are trying to continually update the website, so keep sending updates. It was noted that the Facebook page still lists Celeste as the contact of H.O. PTO – this will be updated. 
e. Arts Committee – 
i. Peter Pan wrap up: What a success! The advance sales tickets, concessions, flowers, etc. all brought in a good amount of money. Some kids went on to try out for Matilda and other plays – exciting to see the theater spark ignite in many of our students. Total income $6,364.05. Budgeted income was $3,800, so we exceeded expectations! Tracking budgeted expenses is tricky because of two separate line items: Arts and Performing Arts. Melissa propose exhausting the performing arts budget and then pull the rest of the expenses from Arts which still has over $3,000 available. We expect there will still be some remaining balance available in the Arts line item to cover expenses of the spring one-acts and other items needed to support arts (theater expenses, art displays, etc.).
ii. Art Show and Spaghetti Dinner: Entry forms are available in the front hallway or via email from teachers. For all artists choosing to have art projects for sale to the public, the projects will be pulled together in a special ‘gallery’ area. Teachers have also received the teacher guidelines for class submissions, etc. Participation as a class is optional or parent volunteer can be assigned to help out.
iii. Inspire students will be doing the one-acts for the spring show. Info coming soon.

i. Bog pond and stream are in and look to be working well! Water is muddy, but silt will settle eventually. Next will be cobble/boulders to finish off the pond/stream. More donations for native plants and boulders are needed. This line item is close to spent for this year – relying mostly on donations for anything else to be added this year.
