Forget draining the swamp.

Someone behind you when you are fish-
ing is as bad as someone looking over
your shoulder while you write a letter to
your girl.

On the last day of February, the US Sen-
ate confirmed President Trump's nomina-
tion of Andrew Wheeler to be head of the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
Wheeler replaces Scott Pruitt. Pruitt was
forced to vacate his office because of a
multiplicity of ethics violations. Despite
promises to "drain the swamp" and bring
in "new blood" to Washington, the presi-
dent's new EPR Director is a Washington
insider. Wheeler has worked for years as
a congressional staffer.

Ex-coal lobbyist, Andrew Wheeler

Wheeler's confirmation was a party-line
vote, 52-47, with only one Republican
voting against his confirmation. Susan
Collins (R-Maine) did not vote for
Wheeler saying, "His efforts to roll back
emissions standards on emissions blamed
for climate change takes the country in
the wrong direction.” California's Diane
Feinstein noted, "Throughout his career,
Andrew Wheeler has shown a clear disre-
gard for the EPA's mission to protect the

public and the environment." As ex-
pected, Republicans disagreed with them
and voted to confirm Wheeler. John Bar-
rasso (R-Wyoming) praised Wheeler say-
ing, "As acting administrator of the EPA,
(Wheeler) has prioritized commonsense
policies that protect our air and water
while allowing our economy to grow."

In a recent Reuters article covering the
hearing, they point out that Wheeler af-
firmed he does not believe climate change
is a major crisis. They also confirmed that
as acting director, Wheeler weakened
Obama-era rules that limit mercury and
carbon emissions from power plants. He
also lowered carbon dioxide emissions
standards for trucks and cars. He has re-
moved an Obama administration summer-
time ban on high ethanol-enhanced gaso-
line that causes more smog. These actions
are hardly pro-environmental.

Reuters examined a copy of Wheeler's
schedule for his first two months while
working for the EPA. His meetings verify
the direction he is taking EPA. He has
had almost 20 times the number of meet-
ings with business or industrial groups as
opposed to conservation or environmental
groups.

President Trump is continuing to push
David Bernhardt forward as his Secretary
of the Department of the Interior (DI).
President Trump's initial head of the
EPA, Ryan Zinke, had to leave his post
for ethics violations also. Like Wheeler,
Bernhardt's background does not instill
confidence that he will pursue the best
interests of the nation as his guide. Bern-
hardt has worked as an attorney and lob-
byist for Westlands Water District
(WWD), both gas and oil companies, and
groups that

The Repub-
licans claim that his
"revolving door"
career makes Bern-

hardt well informed

in matters that will face the agency. De-
mocrats and environmental groups be-
lieve he has too many conflicts of interest
to make rational judgments.

Bernhard's ethics recusal list seems to
confirm the Democratic viewpoint. He
lists 26 people and organizations that are
off-limits. It seems that groups that
should have been included on his recusal
list have not been included. One such
group is the Safari club. This organization
lobbies the DI to remove species from the
Environment Threatened or Protected list.
They are a pro-hunting group that pro-
motes trophy hunting. They try to remove
legal protection for a variety of threatened
species.

He has also served on the Board of Direc-
tors of California's Center for Environ-
mental Accuracy and Reliability. The
organization lists its function as bringing
"scientific rigor to regulatory statutes and
to ensure consistent application of these
statutes throughout all industries and all
sectors.” This group has filed a minimum
of three lawsuits on the Endangered Spe-
cies Act.

Under the President's direction, Bernhardt
is working on diverting Delta water to the
Southland's mega farms despite that do-
ing so will cause devastation to Delta
farms, safe drinking water standards, the
Central Valley economy, and the Delta's
fisheries, environment, and it's recreation.
The president promised he would "drain
the swamp". He has not. He has enlarged
the swamp and is turning it into a cess-
pool.

EAST BAY MUNICIPAL UTILITY
DISTRICT (EBMUB) AND THE
MOKELUMNE RIVER HATCHERY
HAVE THE RIGHT ANSWERS

Once a year | have the pleasure of calling
and talking to Bill Smith, the manager of
the Mokelumne Hatchery, about the
Mokel umne’ s
the Mokelumne River. In a DFF Conser-
vation article last year we reported the
record-setting salmon return and why that
return happened. Last year's success oc-
curred because both EBMUD's biologists
and the Mokelumne Hatchery staff coop-
erated and were thinking outside the box.
This year's run was not record-setting but

the numbers were still outstanding. Last
year, 19,996 salmon returned and this
year's run numbered just over 17,500 fish.
Of that, 7,181 fish were harvested and
7million eggs were taken. The steelhead
count was 253 adults and of that group,
600,000 eggs were harvested. This April-
May, 6.2 million smolt will be released at
special locations as they have been for the
last 2 years. All-in-all another good year
for the Moke's salmon.

The result of EBMUDS and the Hatcher-
ies work is more amazing when you real-
ize our hatchery is the smallest of the
hatcheries servicing the Lower Sacra-
mento River (LSR). There are no hatcher-
ies on the LSR. All are located on tribu-
taries of the river. The largest is the fed-
eral Coleman hatchery on Battle Creek.
In the graph included, you can see the
remarkable results of our Mokelumne
Hatchery and EBMUD's forward think-
ing. The hatcheries results are truly out-
standing and give hope for the survival of
the salmon.

Dan Bacher has an article in the February
"Fish Sniffer" reporting that it looks more
and more possible that we are going to
have a good salmon fishing season. Just
under 400,000 adult salmon are off-shore
at this point. If you include the Moke's
fish and other LSR fish that number will
be above 400,000 salmon. Many observ-
ers think that the number of fish is con-
servative. The 2013 season was a good
season and many observers feel that 2019
will be good also.

In 2018, hatchery managers hoped for a
return of 151,000 salmon. Unfortunately,
just over 105,700 fish returned. That is
70% of the expected run. Of that number
33,815 returned to hatcheries and just less
than 72,000 stayed in the LSR or its tribu-
taries.

Bacher points out that our last 5-year
drought seriously hurt salmon stocks in
the Central Valley. | would add that that

2015 Brood, Ocean Harvest Rate of Jacks in 2017

California's water managers and the fed-
eral Bureau of Reclamation caused near-
irreparable damage to the state's salmon
population. The drought and gross-
mismanagement have destroyed the entire
salmon populations of several tributaries
in the LSC. So far this year's snowpack
and rainfall are outstanding. Lodi's nor-
mal rain season gives us just over 19
inches. On the first of March, we had just
over 134% of our yearly precipitation
with 2 months left in the season. Our
snowpack is outstanding with good water
content. It has become a year of "Sierra
Cement." On the last day of February, the
Central Valley's snowpack would yield
43.5 inches of water according to state
forecasters. After spring thaw most of
our lakes and reservoirs will be full. This
bodes well for the salmon.

We can not predict poor water years or
drought. We can manage our water re-
sources much better than we have in the
past. With Gov. Brown leaving office, we
look to Gov. Newsome for more progres-
sive, intelligent thinking. It is well past
time to abandon a 19th or 20th-century
water mentality. After watching
Newsome's State of the State address,
many of us were pleased that he does not
agree with Brown's Twin Tunnels ap-
proach. His comments about a single tun-
nel were somewhat nebulous. In speaking
with Chris Shutes from the California
Sportfishing Protection Alliance and Bar-
bara Barrigan Parilla representing Restore
the Delta, an attitude of cooperation tem-
pered with "wait and see" seems to be
emerging. So once again we will wait to
see in what direction the political wind
blows.
