Fifth Sunday of the Resurrection

Letter to the Ephesians 2:1-10

You were dead through the trespasses and sins

in which you once lived, following the course of this world,
following the ruler of the power of the air, the spirit that is now
at work among those who are disobedient.

All of us once lived among them in the passions of our flesh,
following the desires of flesh and senses, and we were by
nature children of wrath, like everyone else.

But God, who is rich in mercy, out of the great love with which
he loved us even when we were dead through our trespasses,
made us alive together with Christ by grace you have been
saved and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the
heavenly places in Christ Jesus, so that in the ages to come
he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in
kindness towards us in Christ Jesus.

For by grace you have been saved through faith, and this is
not your own doing; it is the gift of God not the result of works,
so that no one may boast.

For we are what he has made us, created in Christ Jesus for
good works, which God prepared beforehand to be our way of
life.

The Gospel according to Saint John 21:15-19

When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon
Peter, ‘Simon son of John, do you love me more than these?’
He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that | love you.” Jesus
said to him, ‘Feed my lambs.’

A second time he said to him, ‘Simon son of John, do you
love me?’ He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that | love
you.’” Jesus said to him, “‘Tend my sheep.’

He said to him the third time, ‘Simon son of John, do you
love me?’ Peter felt hurt because he said to him the third
time, ‘Do you love me?’ And he said to him, ‘Lord, you know
everything; you know that | love you.’ Jesus said to him,
‘Feed my sheep.

Very truly, | tell you, when you were younger, you used to
fasten your own belt and to go wherever you wished. But
when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands, and
someone else will fasten a belt around you and take you
where you do not wish to go.’

(He said this to indicate the kind of death by which he would
glorify God.) After this he said to him, ‘Follow me.’
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Sixth Sunday of the Resurrection

Letter to the Romans 10: 1-13

Brothers and sisters, my heart’s desire and prayer to God
for them is that they may be saved. I can testify that they
have a zeal for God, but it is not enlightened. For, being
ignorant of the righteousness that comes from God, and
seeking to establish their own, they have not submitted to
God’s righteousness. For Christ is the end of the law so
that there may be righteousness for everyone who
believes. Moses writes concerning the righteousness that
comes from the law, that ‘the person who does these
things will live by them.” But the righteousness that comes
from faith says, ‘Do not say in your heart, "Who will ascend
into heaven?" (that is, to bring Christ down) ‘or "Who will
descend into the abyss?" (that is, to bring Christ up from
the dead). But what does it say? ‘The word is near you, on
your lips and in your heart’ (that is, the word of faith that
we proclaim); because if you confess with your lips that
Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him
from the dead, you will be saved. For one believes with
the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the
mouth and so is saved. The scripture says, ‘No one who
believes in him will be put to shame.” For there is no
distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord
of all and is generous to all who call on him. For, ‘Everyone
who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.

The Gospel according to Saint Luke24: 36-48

While they were talking about this, Jesus himself stood
among them and said to them, ‘Peace be with you. They
were startled and terrified, and thought that they were
seeing a ghost. He said to them, ‘Why are you frightened,
and why do doubts arise in your hearts? Look at my hands
and my feet; see that it is | myself. Touch me and see; for a
ghost does not have flesh and bones as you see that I have’
And when he had said this, he showed them his hands and
his feet. While in their joy they were disbelieving and still
wondering, he said to them, ‘Have you anything here to
eat? They gave him a piece of broiled fish, and he took it
and ate in their presence. Then he said to them, ‘These are
my words that I spoke to you while I was still with you
that everything written about me in the law of Moses, the
prophets, and the psalms must be fulfilled.” Then he
opened their minds to understand the scriptures, and he
said to them, ‘Thus it is written, that the Messiah is to
suffer and to rise from the dead on the third day, and that
repentance and forgiveness of sins is to be proclaimed in
his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You are
witnesses of these things.
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Seventh Sunday of the Resurrection

Letter to the Ephesians 1: 15-23

[ have heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and
your love towards all the saints, and for this
reason

I do not cease to give thanks for you as I
remember you in my prayers. | pray that the God
of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may
give you a spirit of wisdom and revelation as you
come to know him, so that, with the eyes of your
heart enlightened, you may know what is the hope
to which he has called you, what are the riches of
his glorious inheritance among the saints, and
what is the immeasurable greatness of his power
for us who believe, according to the working of his
great power. God put this power to work in Christ
when he raised him from the dead and seated him
at his right hand in the heavenly places, far above
all rule and authority and power and dominion,
and above every name that is named, not only in
this age but also in the age to come. And he has
put all things under his feet and has made him the
head over all things for the church, which is his
body, the fullness of him who fills all in all.

The Gospel according to Saint John 13: 31-35
When he had gone out, Jesus said, ‘Now the Son of
Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified
in him.

If God has been glorified in him, God will also
glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once.
Little children, I am with you only a little longer.
You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so
now I say to you, "Where I am going, you cannot
come."
