* Must submit a letter of recommendation from a current teacher or advisor.

* Applicants must enroll as a student at an accredited college/university or a vocational
training school in the 2025-2026 school year (Fall or Spring Semester). Please include a
copy of your acceptance letter from the college/university/vocational school you will be
attending.

* Must submit a completed scholarship application form and email to
wearewestfel@gmail.com or provided to the guidance office at the high school.
