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Our Story

Our public school system is one of the best things about West
Feliciana Parish. We believe our strong public schools are the
backbone of our community. Our schools are continually
among the highest rated in the state. Our high school can
boast that nearly 93% of our students graduate with 73% en-
rolling in college. This is a huge accomplishment when you
consider that 52% of our students live in poverty.

Recently our schools have faced some tough budgeting is-
sues. Over the last several years, the cost of providing a top
notch education has been dramatically increasing due to un-
funded state mandates, decreasing tax revenue, and increas-
ing retirement and insurance costs.

Upon realizing the school system's dire financial situation, a
group of parents and citizens gathered around a table and
formed an idea. That idea continued to grow and a founding
board was created, articles of incorporation were crafted and
scores of other tasks were tackled.

WFEF was formed to help harness the strong community
support for our public school system. Our objectives include:
funding innovative teaching, helping to fund classroom and
school improvements, partnering with other school groups,
and organizing volunteer efforts. Funding these types of pro-
jects will take some financial pressure off the schools. WFEF
has the potential to bring individuals from all facets of our
community together to not only take pride in our schools, but
to embody our slogan, “We Are West Fel!”
