#3. But how can we know Jesus Christ is the Messiah, Redeemer & Savior? Jesus was the only one to fulfill all prophecies spoken of by the Prophets hundreds of years before Him.   
a. For they say the Messiah/Savior must:
Prophecy #1: Be a descendant of King David. (Jeremiah 23:5) And Jesus was. (Mat 1:6-16)
Prophecy #2: Be born in Bethlehem. (Micah 5:2)
Prophecy #3: Be born of a Virgin. (Isaiah 7:14) And Jesus was. (Matthew 1:22-23)
Prophecy #4: Heal people and raise the dead. (Isaiah 29:18 & 35:5-6) Jesus did (Mat. 11:4-5)
Prophecy #5: Be perfect and without sin. (Leviticus 22:21) And Jesus was. (Hebrews 4:15)
Prophecy #6: Die for our sins by crucifixion. (Isaiah 53:4-12 & Psalm 22:16-18) Jesus did.
Prophecy #7: Rise from the dead. (Psalm 16:9-10, & Matthew 16:21) Only Jesus did. 
b. Of all the Prophets, Religious Leaders and Messiahs in the history of the world, Jesus Christ was the only one to prove Himself to be the prophesied Messiah/Savior! Who do you want to put your trust/faith in for Salvation?

c. JESUS SAID: Mark 13:31,“This earth is passing away.” Revelation 20, 21 says Jesus is coming to judge/punish the lost and set up His kingdom. Luke 13:3, “Repent or you will likewise perish.”
John 14:6 says, “I am the way and the truth and the life.  No one comes to the Father except through Me.”  Mark 8:34 He says, “Follow Me!”
#4. So What Must You Do?  REPENT and turn from your sins and stop sinning, and tell God you are sorry, and turn back to God.
Acts 26:20 says, “They should repent, turn to God, and do good works befitting repentance.”
Then BELIEVE that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and was born of the Virgin Mary, was crucified and died on the cross for your sins, and on the third day, rose from the dead, and ascended unto heaven and is coming back again someday.  Then TRUST in Jesus with Childlike FAITH as the Lord over your life by surrendering your life to Him, and Savior of your soul by believing He suffered and died for you.  PRAY and ask Jesus to come into your heart and be your Lord, King, Redeemer and Savior, and make you born again as a child of God and new creation in Christ.
NOW WHAT?
1. Commit to spending time in prayer every day and listen for God’s direction.
2. Commit to study and meditate on God’s Word, the Holy Bible every day and believe it and do what it says.
3. Find a good Bible believing Christian Church that preaches the whole Word of God and fellowship with other believers.
4. Get baptized by emersion.
5. Pray for God to manifest His spiritual gifts.
6. Seek God’s will and purpose for your life.
7. Tell others the Good News about Jesus Christ.
