STUDENT TRAVEL SCHOLARSHIP

The Alaska Anthropological Association invites undergraduate and graduate students in anthropology or a related discipline to apply for the annual John P. Cook Travel Scholarship.  The $500 scholarship is designed to assist eligible students attend the Annual Meeting of the Alaska Anthropological Association. 

Applicants must be enrolled in an anthropology program or closely related field and be a current member of the Alaska Anthropological Association (i.e., current year dues must be paid at/or before time of application).  Travel funds must be expended within one year of being granted and may not be used for a past conference.


The primary evaluation criteria will be: 1) level of participation in the annual meeting (poster, paper, or workshop); 2) dedication to the discipline of anthropology (a demonstrated commitment to graduate studies will be preferred).  Award distribution will be dependent upon the number and quality of submissions made each year.


Applications must be received by December 15 each year.  Please email your completed form as a PDF along with a current CV or resume to: alaskaanthroaward.scholarship@gmail.com.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.
