Updating the Community Database

In an effort to enliven Clusters, Branding And Merchandising (BAM), through the Sponsorship Committee,
is planning to ask each Cluster to help manage their section of the Community Database. The Community
Database is one of two databases the Alabama Emmaus Community maintains. One is a listing of every-
one who has ever attended one of its Walks. The Community Database has the same information plus
Walk experience for those who have worked on a team. It’s this database that Lay Directors use to build
their teams.

The Community Database Coordinator will select by zip codes the data corresponding to the members of
each Cluster and forward it to each Cluster Leader for editing. Each Cluster Leader will select a Cluster
Contact person who will work with the Database Coordinator to supply corrected information to the
Community Database. The Community Database Coordinator will in
turn supply to each Cluster any new data after Walks and/or any oth-
er updates received.

This should hopefully reduce the size of the database and immensely
enhance the process a Lay Director must go through to find and con-

tact prospective team members.
