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SC Remarks on Freebies Put Focus on Pb's
Rising Subsidy Burden

Chandigarh : Recent
observations by the Supreme
Court on the growing culture
of free schemes have brought
renewed attention to Punjab’s
rising subsidy burden. While
hearing a case related to free
welfare  schemes in  Tamil
Nadu, the court remarked that
if governments continue to
provide everything free of cost,
people may lose the incentive to
work. The bench noted that the
trend is visible across several
states, including Punjab, where
successive governments have
continued and expanded subsidy
programmes.

In Punjab, every government
has preferred to introduce new
welfare schemes rather than
discontinue existing ones, largely
due to political considerations
and the need to retain voter
support. Over the years, subsidies
have become a significant part
of state expenditure, and no
government has been willing to
risk withdrawing them. Currently,
Punjab is estimated to be spending
around 228,000 crore annually
on various subsidy programmes,
making it difficult to reduce the
financial burden. With Assembly

elections scheduled next year,
political parties have already
begun announcing new welfare
promises. Shiromani Akali Dal
president Sukhbir Singh Badal
has promised that if his party
comes to power, old-age pensions
will be increased from 21,500 to
%3,100 per month and financial
assistance of 1 lakh will be

provided under the Shagun
scheme.
Meanwhile, the Aam Aadmi

Party government is considering
providing 21,000 per month to
women, a proposal that may be
decided in the upcoming state
budget.

A major portion of subsidy
spending goes toward free
and subsidised electricity for
farmers, households and industry,
which costs about 22,000 crore
annually.  Old-age  pensions
account for nearly 4,800 crore,
while free bus travel for women
costs around 2750 crore each year.
The subsidy culture in Punjab
began in the late 1990s and
has steadily expanded. Despite
financial concerns, successive
governments have continued to
rely on welfare schemes as a key
political strategy.

Phb MLA Seeks Inquiry into Rs 730 Crore Rural Fund Misuse

media platforms. The arrest was
made by the Cyber Cell following a
tip-off received through the National
Cyber Crime Reporting Portal.

The complaint was lodged via the
Cyber Tipline, highlighting the

circulation of pornographic photos

and videos of minors through an
Instagram account. Acting on this
information, the Cyber Police
Station initiated an investigation,
tracing the IP address and obtaining
subscriber details from the internet
service provider. Analysis of call
records and other digital evidence
confirmed the allegations against
the accused.

During the investigation, mobile
phones and other electronic devices
were seized from Joginder Singh.
These devices have been sent for
