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Chandigarh : Recent 
observations by the Supreme 
Court on the growing culture 
of free schemes have brought 
renewed attention to Punjab’s 
rising subsidy burden. While 
hearing a case related to free 
welfare schemes in Tamil 
Nadu, the court remarked that 
if governments continue to 
provide everything free of cost, 
people may lose the incentive to 
work.
