The Board adopted the Preliminary 2026 Bellmont Annual Budget on September 15, 2025.  Notice for this hearing was published on October 23, 2025.  
Chateaugay Fire District had an increase of 2.29% in the Budget.
Foothills Ambulance had an increase of 3% in the Budget.  The Foothills budget states it receives $185,000 as billable income, and $578,346 as income from the towns of Bellmont, Burke, and Chateaugay, of which $197,643.28 is from the Town of Bellmont.  The Town Board and Supervisor would like more information regarding this increase and the terms of the original agreement.  The Town would also like more information regarding the location of the calls that Foothills has responded to.  The Supervisor will reach out to Craig Dumas of Foothills to invite him to attend a meeting to respond to the Board’s inquiries
Burke Fire Department is looking into creating a fire district and has started the process.  This would benefit the Town.
