We 
still don’t know the cause, but 
my mom had a problem with 
hoarding, so whatever the

more fuel for the fire.  

I didn’t have a lot of  stuff, but 
all the stuff  I did have was 
gone. I was devasted. 

My mom told me that night 
that I needed to find a place 
to stay. She was leaving town 
to go stay with her sister and 
there was no room for me.  

So now I lost my home, my 
mom, and all of  my stuff. The 
only place I could turn to was 
to YouthHope.
