In my first month as your pastor |
have enjoyed getting to know
each of you. | have interacted
with all of you some and | look
forward to getting to know you
more in the future. | believe the
Lord is going to do great things
through our church.

As we
live as kingdom citizens we will
live as a community of
believers united together in
gospel ministry, our enemies
will be afraid of our courage,
and we will endure suffering
the closer we follow Jesus (2
Timothy 3:12). This has been
quite a journey the Lord has
taken us on so far, and we are
just getting started! In the days
ahead we are going to continue
through the letter of
Philippians.

This time of year is extra special
to be a Christian because of two
important holidays that we will
celebrate in April: Good Friday
and Easter Sunday. We will have
services 6:30pm on Good Friday
and at 10 AM on Easter Sunday. |
hope you can all make it as we
remember and celebrate Christ's
death and resurrection on those
days.

Resurrection Cookies
This is a great recipe to make with your children or grandchildren.
You will be retelling the Easter Story with a tasty prop.

Gather:
1 cup whole pecans 3 egg whites 1 cup sugar
1 teaspoon vinegar a pinch salt

1. Preheat oven to 3002 F. (It is important that you do this first!)

2. Place pecans in a zipper baggy and let children beat them with the wooden spoon to break into small pieces. Explain that
after Jesus was arrested, He was beaten by the Roman soldiers. Set the pecans aside. Read: John 19:1-3

3. Let your children smell the vinegar. Put 1 teaspoon vinegar into mixing bowl.
Explain that when Jesus was thirsty on the cross, He was given vinegar
to drink. Read: John 19:28-30

4. Add egg whites to vinegar. Eggs represent life. Explain that Jesus gave His life
to give us life. Read John 10:10-11

5. Sprinkle a little salt into each child's hand. Let them taste it and brush the rest into the bowl. Explain that this represents
the salty tears shed by Jesus' followers, and the bitterness of our own sin. Read: Luke 23:27

6. Ask your children what to add to make the cookies taste sweet. (Sugar!) Add 1 cup of sugar. Explain that the sweetest part
of the story is that Jesus died because He loves us. He wants us to know Him and belong to Him. Read: Psalm
34:8 and John 3:16

7. Beat with a mixer on high speed for 12 to 15 minutes until stiff peaks are formed. Then explain that their color, white,
represents the purity in God's eyes of those whose sins have been cleansed by Jesus. Read: Isaiah 1:18 and John 3:1-3

8. Fold in broken pecans. Drop by teaspoon onto waxed paper covered cookie sheet. Explain that each mound represents
the rocky tomb where Jesus' body was laid. Read: Matthew 27:57-60

9. Put the cookie sheet in the oven, close the door and turn the oven OFF.

10. Give each child a piece of tape and seal the oven door. Explain that Jesus' tomb was sealed. Read: Matthew 27:65-66

11. Time for bed! Explain that they may feel sad to leave the cookies in the oven overnight, and Jesus' followers were in
despair when the tomb was sealed. Read: John 16:20-22

12. The next morning, open the oven and give everyone a cookie. Notice the cracked surface and take a bite. The cookies are
hollow! On the first Easter Jesus' followers were amazed to find the tomb open and empty. Read: Matthew 28:1-9

In 1893, a
Church was built 2 miles north of Eureka
with beautiful stained glass windows.
When the new Church building was built
in 1922, the windows were carefully
removed from the old building and used
| for the new building. In 2013, the time
came for the windows to be replaced. A
cross was made from the stained glass
and put at the front of the Church.

"If that stained glass could talk." What
stories it could tell! Think of the many
that wept at funerals...the many that
smiled at weddings...the many that
whispered at Prayer Meetings...the many
that giggled during children's
programs...the many that jumped for joy
at VBS...the many that were tested at
Church services...and the many that
surrendered their lives to Christ.
