A couple of weeks ago we honored long
time members of Eureka Baptist Church,
Alvin and Susan Matson, by naming the
annex building after them. To say that
Alvin and Susan have been pillars of our
church would be an understatement.
Alvin has attended this church since his
birth. He has memories of pastors of
Eureka Baptist from the 1930s. Susan
started attending here when she was a
teenager. Eureka Baptist Church has been
their only church home for all those
years. This is truly an example of steady
faithfulness over the long haul. Eureka
Baptist has been through much over those
years, but the Lord has used Alvin and
Susan as glue to keep this place going. As
a church body we are very grateful for
their steady faithfulness. We would not be
in the good place we are as a church
today, and we would not be as hopeful for
the future without them. It was only
appropriate that we honor them in some
way. The newly renovated annex building
has given us the opportunity to honor
them by naming this facility after them.
We are being faithful to the Scripture by
doing this. We should always be in the
habit of honoring those who deserve to be
honored.
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The apostle Paul commands believers to,

“Outdo one another in showing honor”
(Romans 12:10).

He says one chapter later to show, “honor
to whom honor is owed” (Romans 13:7). In
Alvin and Susan’s case, they certainly
deserve to be honored. By honoring them,
we are saying thank you to the Lord for the
gift of their service for all these decades at
Eureka Baptist Church. As we honored
Alvin and Susan, we should also honor all
of those who deserve to be honored.
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The one who most deserves to be
honored is our great God. King David
wrote that we must, “Ascribe to the Lord
the glory due to His name; worship the
Lord in the splendor of holiness” (Psalm
29:2). We should honor the Lord with
greater honor and with more frequency
than anyone else. We should make it our
aim to honor him every day. We should
speak to him (through prayer) with
reverence and awe. We should praise
him for his greatness. As the Scripture
says, “Great is the Lord and greatly to be
praised” (Psalm 48:1). What comes from
our mouth as we honor the Lord must
come from a place of sincerity on the
inside. Jesus said that, “for out of the
abundance of the heart his mouth
speaks” (Luke 6:45). Those who
genuinely praise him are showing that
they truly do love him and are
appropriately giving him the honor that
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You not only honor God with your
words, but you also honor him with our
whole life. The Scripture commands that
since we have been redeemed through
Christ, we are to honor God with our
bodies (1 Corinthians 6:20). This means
that in everything we do we are to live in
a way that brings glory to our Great God
(1 Corinthians 10:31). When people see
that you live a godly life they should say,
“this person lives his or her life in an
honorable way.” As people ponder your
holy conduct it gives honor to God as
you reflect his perfections.
