1. Minutes of last meeting held on Tuesday 31st October 2023. Unanimously agreed. 

2. PGRA Constitution. Contents unanimously agreed. DB agreed to retain original signed copy on his own file. 

3. Communication of existence of PGRA to all local residents. After discussion MS agreed to draft out a one page newsletter, setting out the aims of PGRA. Once the contents of the newsletter had been agreed, it would be printed and hand delivered to all residences within the PGRA catchment area. The newsletter would request  all residents to supply PGRA with say an email address or contact telephone number. Some members agreed to assist in the actual printing of the newsletter. The question of PGRA also having its own website was also discussed. 
4. Proposed New Lithium Battery Storage Site Letchmore Heath. CW advised that a meeting to discuss this proposal was scheduled to take place by Hertsmere Borough Council later this month. CW agreed to keep all committee members updated. 
5. Solar Farm Application. The Secretary of State’s decision has been deferred until February 2024. CW agreed to keep all committee members updated.
6. Fly Tipping. Only last week persons unknown dumped a substantial amount of waste rubbish in Hilfield Lane that covered the whole of the road. CW advised that where such rubbish is left on the road itself, it is the Local Authority’s task to clear up the mess. But where such rubbish is left in the hedgerows, it is then the responsibility of the land owners themselves to clear the rubbish from the site.

It was agreed a meeting be arranged between Laurence Brass, Caroline Clapper, David Lambert and representatives of PGRA to discuss how best to resolve this situation. MS and CW to liaise. 
7. Regular Monthly Residential “Litter Picking” Days. Members were asked to consult neighbours etc to ascertain if there was any real appetite from local residents to participate in regular “litter picking” days to try and keep our local lanes free of litter. CW to ask APC if they would be willing to supply us with “litter picking” instruments and a supply of refuse sacks. 
8. Speeding in PGRA Catchment Area. Speeding vehicles still pose  a big problem. CW was asked to find out if there was any possibility of having say some white 30mph signs being painted on various local roads. In addition, could a “speeding awareness” sign be erected in Hilfield Lane, similar to the sign opposite St Johns School, Radlett. CW wanted to especially speak  to Pat at Delrow House.
9. Illegally Parked Cars. CW agreed to have a discreet word with Michael Morris, our local PCSO, to see if there was any possibility of him  regularly driving around the PGRA catchment area, with a view to encouraging drivers not to park on our pavements, thus stopping say mothers with prams etc being forced to walk in the middle of the actual highway to complete their journeys. 
10. New Fencing Around The Green Area, outside T3C Public House. CW advised the matter was still being considered by APC. CW agreed to update the PGRA committee when there was next  anything positive to report.

11. The “Green” and “Play Area” – The Ridings. CW advised that the whole of the site was now owned by a Mr Jamie Rishover, but Mr Rishover had voluntarily disinvested himself from any future liability in maintaining the site himself. APC are still very much interested in taking over the responsibility and ongoing maintenance of the whole of the site themselves, provided APC were eventually granted a very long lease. Via their leases, residents of The Ridings had some sort of legal responsibility regarding the now dysfunctional  play area. DB asked “who would be legally liable if a young child actually drowned in the pond? Do the owners/residents  hold Public Liability insurance as an absolute minimum? Liaising with CW, MH agreed to investigate.

12. Local Security Measures. MS agreed to obtain quotations assuming a local security firm was asked to regularly visit the PGRA catchment area as a means of discouraging events such as burglaries, fly tipping etc. 

13. Safer Neighbourhood Watch. CW agreed to have a discreet word with Michael Morris, our local PCSO, to find out if there was a possibility of him chairing a group of local residents. DB advised that when such meetings were held in the past, the actual attendance of residents was extremely low. 
14. Proposed New Allotments/Building Development on a small piece land between Pegmire Lane and Summerhouse Lane. There have been very brief discussions between Jo Posner, a local resident and Helen Jones of APC regarding a possible change of use on the site to becoming either:

(a)  Being converted to allotments or

(b) To build a small new housing development

APC own the majority of the said land themselves. The actual details being considered were at present extremely scant. CW agreed to keep all committee members updated when a firm proposal was made. 
15. Local Serious Flooding. The majority of committee members had experienced some sort of serious flooding of local roads including Hilfield Lane. Summerhouse Lane, Primrose Lane, Sandy Lane and the main road  outside the local Toby Carvery. It was agreed BS would initially discuss the matter with Laurence Brass, our Hertfordshire County Councillor, to see what can be done to try and resolve the situation. In addition, the actual road surface in Primrose Lane was in serious need of repair with numerous potholes. 
16. Any Other Business. 
(a). CW agreed to speak with Mr Raj Haria to ascertain if he still wishes to remain a committee member. 
(b). JM mentioned there was a road sign in Patchetts Green that required cleaning. I (DB) personally am not sure of the exact location of the sign JM was referring to. But if any member knows the sign in question and its location is close to where that member lives, perhaps they would be willing please to take the necessary remedial treatment, on behalf of PGRA.
