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Legislative Update

On June 18, 2014, the National Forest System Trails
Stewardship Act (H.R. 4886), was introduced in the U.S.
House of Representatives by Cynthia Lummis (R-WY)
and Tim Walz (D-MN). The bill, would go a long way
toward addressing the trail maintenance backlog on our
national forests.

If enacted as currently written, HR 4886 would:

e Direct the U.S. Forest Service to develop a
strategy to more effectively utilize volunteers and
partners to assist in maintaining national forest
trails;

e Provide outfitters and guides the ability to pay
permit fees in trail maintenance activities instead of
dollars;

e Address the liability issue that hampers volunteer
and partner trail maintenance activity in some
national forests; and

e Prioritize specific areas for trail maintenance within
national forests.

Take Action!

Please call or write your member of Congress in the
House of Representatives to express your support for
HR 4886. As a result of widespread bipartisan interest,

B the bill could sail through the House of Representatives if
= no controversial provisions or requests for new

appropriations are added.
