
“Wage the Good Warfare”

In the last ten years I have seen prophetic ministry take a significant turn. In the past I and many others followed the old didactic/lecture/classroom model of training. Someone stands up front and tells everyone else how to do it. That brought a measure of results! In the last seven years I have been following a discipleship model. This involves ongoing involvement in the lives of people who are students but also disciples, an involvement that produces ongoing, consistent engagement in ministry. I have now finished multiple iterations of that new discipleship model -- we called it after our ministry -- Antioch International Ministries (AIM) Discipleship. 

I have started an  AIM Group in the Triad area of North Carolina to accomplish that same goal. This email is to give you the details of that group and to invite you to make application to join. If you are not interested, please feel free to quit reading now!

 
If you’re still reading, then let me tell you a bit about the group. 

•It will not be just about prophecy, (though prophecy will be the main emphasis), as the whole person has to grow and mature, “holding faith and a good conscience.”

•It is open to men and to women over the age of eighteen, understanding that I observe proprieties and safeguards when discipling women. The goal is to maintain a place of safety for everyone in the group.

•We will meet approximately once a month at locations and venues to be determined as it best meets the group’s needs.

•The total number is limited by the nature of discipleship. If you are interested, don’t delay sending in your application!
•The goal of the group is to release people into their giftings accompanied with the power of God and the assurance of faith and a clear conscience.

•Our time together will be extremely challenging, as it is in my nature and is part of my calling to get people to see just how big God really is in their lives.

•You will be expected to honor the discipleship with a financial contribution. There is no set amount and I will never ask for money!

•Meetings will generally run from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm one Saturday a month.

•Members of the group will be expected to be ready to teach, prophesy and minister to others.

•An application, which is appended to this email letter, will be required.

•More experienced members of the AIM Triad group will assist in mentoring the less experienced members.
