Created in His Image 
To understand our identity in Christ, it helps to look to the beginning. Seeing God’s desire in 
creation shows us His standard from the start. We can see in Genesis that He created mankind 
in HIS image (representation, figure, reflection) and HIS likeness (similitude, fashion, 
resemblance). He was created from dust, yet when God breathed HIS OWN breath into Adam, 
he BECAME a LIVING SOUL.
