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Why ‘Hallowe’en’? 
The word “Hallowe ’en, ” 
enchanting in its brevity, 
is a woven remnant of 
the phrase “All Hallows ’ 
Even. ” Here, “hallows ” 
whispers of saints and 
souls revered, while 
“even ” invokes the old 
tongue for “evening ”—
that mysterious thresh-
old between day and 
night. On October 31, as 
dusk falls and shadows 
lengthen, the world pre-
pares for All Hallows ’

servance of saints on 
November 1. Over centu-
ries, the full mouthful —

When Chris-
tianity crept across these lands, All Saints ’ Day was 
kindled, and the eve before became “All Hallows ’ 
Even ”—a liminal time when the veil between worlds 
thins and the old ways linger. Year after year, the 
name itself persisted, changing shape, haunting au-
tumn ’s edge, until at last we called it Hallowe ’en—a 
word that carries centuries within each syllable, re-
verberating with the mystery of history and the al-
lure of twilight.
