
University of Illinois Springfield TFSE launches 
Artist in Residence program

LEWISTOWN, Ill. – The University of Illinois Springfield’s Therkildsen Field Station at Emi-
quon (TFSE) is launching a new Artist in Residence (AIR) program this summer to connect the 
science of floodplain restoration with artistic expression.

The program invites artists to engage with the unique landscape and ecological work at the 
Emiquon Preserve—one of the Midwest’s largest floodplain restoration projects and a des-
ignated Ramsar Wetland of International Importance. Selected artists will have access to the 
preserve, TFSE facilities and outdoor spaces to pursue a creative project inspired by the site.

The goal of the AIR program is to foster a community of artists while providing space to 
interpret and reflect on the Emiquon Preserve through diverse artistic genres. Artists will be 
required to learn about the history and science of the site, interact with
