From the Pastor’s Desk,

EL SENOR SE FIJA EN LOS CORAZONES

Un dia por la tarde, cuando era seminarista, yo estaba visitando a
una familia. El hombre era un ciego, pero estaba tejiendo unas
esteras. Su esposa, que trabajaba en el jardin, salio y le dijo:
"iCarifo, sigues trabajando! jPara, que se esta haciendo de noche!"
Su esposo ciego respondio: “Mi querida, ¢He estado usando la luz
para hacer lo que estoy haciendo desde la manana?” Al reflexio-
nar sobre esa respuesta, llegué a la conclusion de que “hay quie-
nes que tienen ojos, pero no ven (jlo suficiente!) y hay quienes
que ven, pero no tienen ojos”. Las lecturas de hoy indican que,
aunque tenemos o0jos, no vemos el corazon ni conocemos su con-
tenido. Solo “el Sefior se fija en los corazones”. y sabe lo que esta
oculto en él. Eso contrasta con Samuel, que al ver a los hijos de
Jesse los juzgo por las apariencias. De manera similar, los judios
que se consideraban a si mismos como quienes veian y también
guardaban las leyes del sabado juzgaban erroneamente a Jesiis
como "un pecador". No sabian que él era el Senor del sabado,
quien debia ser adorado. Para ellos y otros que habitaban en la
oscuridad mientras decian que veian, Jesiis declaro: "Yo soy la luz
del mundo." Lo demostro sanando al hombre nacido ciego, que,
al recibir la vista, vio a Jesiis como alguien que vino de Dios y un
profeta. Cre6 en €l y le adoro, a diferencia de los judios, que
tenian una percepcion erronea de €l y se le oponian a él. En este
tiempo de Cuaresma, Jesuis dice: “Ve a lavarte en la piscina de
Siloé”. Cuando las escamas se caen de nuestros ojos y somos sana-
dos de nuestra ceguera, podemos ver a Jesiis como “la Iuz del
mundo”. “En su luz, vemos la luz.” Que esa luz nos ilumine y la
sintamos en nuestros corazones para poder testificar que ahora
vemos; y que la carga del pecado ha sido quitada de nosotros.
Que su gracia nos lleve a su luz maravillosa mientras continuamos
purificandonos a través de las practicas cuaresmales como oracion,
penitencia y limosna.

THE LORD LOOKS INTO THE HEART

One day in the evening, when | was a seminarian, | was visiting a
family. The man was blind but was weaving some mats. His wife,
who was working in the garden, came out and told him: “My
darling, you're still working! Stop, it is getting dark!” Her blind
husband replied: “My darling, have | been using the light to do
what | am doing since morning?” As I reflected on that reply, |
concluded that “there are those who have eyes but do not see
(enough,) and there are those who see but have no eyes.” Today’s
readings indicate that although we have eyes, we do not see the
heart nor know its contents. Only “the Lord looks into the
heart,” and knows what is hidden in it. That contrasts with Samu-
el who on seeing the sons of Jesse, judged them by appearances.
Similarly, the Jews who thought of themselves as those who saw
and also kept the laws of the sabbath wrongly judged Jesus as “a
sinner.” They did not know that he was the Lord of the Sabbath
who must be worshipped. For their sake and others who dwelt in
darkness while claiming to see, Jesus declared: “I am the light of
the world.” He demonstrated that by healing the man born blind,
who, upon receiving his sight, saw Jesus as one who came from
God and a prophet. He believed in him and worshipped him un-
like the Jews who had a wrong perception of him and opposed
him. In this season of Lent, Jesus says: “Go wash in the Pool of
Siloam.” When the scales fall off our eyes and we are healed of
our blindness, we can see Jesus as “the light of the world” “In his
light, we see light.” May this light illuminate us, and may we feel
it in our hearts that we can testify that now we see, and that the
burden of sin has been taken away from us. May his grace lead us
into his wonderful light as we continue to purify ourselves
through Lenten practices like prayer, penance and almsgiving.
