From the Pastor’s Desk,

Hermanos y hermanas,

En este {iltimo domingo de nuestro camino cuaresmal, nos
acercamos a la conmemoracion de la pasion, muerte y resu-
rreccion de Jesiis. Este es un momento oportuno para pedir la
gracia que deseamos recibir durante la Semana Santa. En las
lecturas de hoy, encontramos la muerte en sus diversas for-
mas, no solo la muerte fisica, sino también aquellas realidades
mas profundas que nos mantienen atados. A lo largo de este
tiempo de Cuaresma, somos invitados a confrontar las
“tumbas” en las que permanecemos: comportamientos destruc-
tivos, habitos de pensamiento dafiinos o palabras que hieren.
Sin embargo, se nos recuerda que Jesiis tiene poder sobre la
muerte. El Espiritu de Dios es capaz de sacar vida incluso de
aquello que parece sin vida. En el Evangelio de Juan, el centro
del relato esta en lo que Marta Ilega a comprender sobre la
vida. Ella conoce y ama a Jesiis, pero inicialmente busca la
vida en el lugar equivocado. Piensa que la vida llegara solo en
el futuro cuando dice: «Yo sé que mi hermano resucitara en la
resurreccion del wltimo dian. Pero Jesiis la desafia con una
verdad profunda: «Yo soy la resurreccion y la vida; el que
cree en mi, aunque muera, vivira, y todo el que vive y cree en
mi no morira». Como cristianos, estamos Ilamados a vivir este
mensaje sirviendo a los demas. Quienes se entregan y compar-
ten su vida recibiran la plenitud de la vida y participaran en la
gloria de Dios. La verdadera transformacion no ocurre de la
noche a la manana; se desarrolla con el tiempo y requiere un
compromiso de toda la vida. Tengamos también presentes en
nuestras oraciones a nuestros jovenes adultos que recibiran los
sacramentos del Bautismo, la Primera Comunion y la Confir-
macion en la Vigilia Pascual. Que sean fortalecidos en Ila fe al
entrar mas plenamente en la vida de Cristo.

Brothers and Sisters,

On this final Sunday of our Lenten journey, we draw nearer
to the commemoration of the passion, death, and resurrection
of Jesus. This is a fitting moment to ask for the grace we hope
to receive during Holy Week. In today’s readings, we encoun-
ter death in its many forms—not only physical death, but also
the deeper realities that bind us. Throughout this Lenten sea-
son, we are invited to face the ways we remain in “tombs”:
destructive behaviors, harmful habits of thought, or words
that wound. Yet we are reminded that Jesus has power over
death. The Spirit of God brings life even out of what seems
lifeless. In the Gospel from John, the heart of the story lies
in what Martha comes to understand about life. She knows
and loves Jesus, yet she initially looks for life in the wrong
place. She believes it will come only in the future, saying, “I
know my brother will rise again at the resurrection on the last
day.” But Jesus challenges her with a profound truth: “I am
the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in me, even if
they die, will live, and everyone who lives and believes in me
will never die.” As Christians, we are called to live this mes-
sage by serving others. Those who give of themselves and
share their lives will receive life in its fullness and share in
God’s glory. True transformation does not happen overnight;
it unfolds over time and requires lifelong commitment. Let us
also keep in our prayers our young adults who will receive
the sacraments of Baptism, First Communion, and Confirma-
tion at the Easter Vigil. May they be strengthened in faith as
they enter more fully into the life of Christ.
